Minutes
January 10, 2012
1. Call to order/Proof of Posting: Call to order/Proof of Posting:  The meeting was published January 6 and posted January 5, 2012. Chairman Fred Wolf called the meeting to order at 7pm. Present from the board were Supervisors Carrie Richard, Melody Moore, Dan Behringer and Stan Beuthin,  Treasurer Jan Hake and Clerk Maria Van Cleve.

2. Motion to approve the minutes: December 13, 2011 by Beuthin, second Richard.  Approved 5-0. 
3. Motion to approve the November and December financial reports by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.

4. Public Input- None
5. Conditional Use permit/rezone for parcel # 0906-233-8200-1, a river lot located next to 9962 County Hwy Y, for Traders (owner Terry Askevdd) to run a canoe livery on the property.   Terry presented a detailed proposal for cleaning up the Brookheyser property and developing a canoe livery and river tour service. Askevdd does not own the property at this time, The Riverway board  is OK with this idea.  According to Askevdd, there will be nothing stored on the property when the canoe season is over.  Parking will be limited and on the grass. Lighting will be dark sky compliant, and signage will be minimal. Richard had some concerns on bank degradation and parking but thinks it would be great to clean up the area. She suggested  that Terry talk to the DNR about bank degradation and possible steps to keep it to a minimum.  Moore suggested that Askevdd get complete approval from the Riverway Board.    The Town Board wants to ensure that the neighbors are notified and given a chance to speak regarding this development.  Members of the board are generally in favor of the plan as long as all the environmental concerns are taken care of and all the neighbors are notified.
6. Rezone of property owned by Nathan Hensen at 6932 County Highway 78 from RH3 to A-2(8), Dane County Petition #DCPREZ-2011-10385. Hensen would like to rezone so he can build a shed before he builds a permanent residence. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0. Van Cleve will approve the rezone on the Dane County Web site.
7. Site Plan approval for a 14’X 20’ shed for Tim Andrews at his property at 9751 Wilkinson Road.  The shed is already built and no permit was applied for.  Motion to approve the site plan for the shed on the condition that it is never a residence (occupied for more than a week at a time) without a proper rezone by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0. 
8. Attendance at the District Wisconsin Towns Association Meetings.  Potentially there are two meetings that board members could attend-Richland Center or DeForest. There seem to be some scheduling conflicts so it seems everyone will not attend the same meeting. Maria will send out an e-mail asking what board members want to do and will register everyone.

9. New front door for the Town Hall.  Van Cleve got two bids for a new front door (both constructed of aluminum so they won’t rust) from LaForce and Brunke.  The Brunke bid was almost $3000 cheaper and came in at $6465.  Motion to accept the bid from Brunke glass by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
10. Motion to lease a new bobcat for$15/hour (minimum $800/year) from  Mid State Equipment, by Beuthin , second  by Moore. Approved 5-0.
11. Possibility of selling various town property.  General consensus to leave it to Keith to sell any extraneous (un-usable) town property that is stored in the outside sheds or the Town shop (except the cardboard baler and a few other items that we could sell on the municipal auction site.) Keith should talk to Fred before final disposition of any item.
12. Confirm upcoming meetings: Board meeting: February 14, Caucus: January 24.
