-Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting
Minutes
May 15, 2012
Call to order/Proof of Posting: Call to order/Proof of Posting.  The meeting was called to order at 7pm by Chairman Fred Wolf.  Also present from the board were Supervisors Melody Moore, Dan Behringer, Stan Beuthin, Carrie Richard and Clerk Maria Van Cleve. Treasurer Jan Hake was absent.  The agenda was published on May 10, and posted on May 3 and again on May 11.
Approval of April 9, 2011 meeting minutes.  Motion to approve by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of April, 2011 financial report.  Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.
Public Input- John Heintz asked if the town has the right to deny conditional use permits.  According to Dane County Zoning this is true.  The issue came up with regards to mineral extraction.  The Town would have to cite some policy (the Comprehensive Land Plan would be an example) that states that large scale mineral extraction is not part of the plan is contra to other stated goals.   Bonnie Sullivan asked if the road tour is supposed to be posted.  The clerk replied that it should  be and while she forgot to post it this year shewill in the future .
Motion to change the agenda and move the report from the Good Neighbor Committee  to after  the discussion about a donation to Youth Baseball by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of road maintenance/ construction projects for summer 2012. Behringer, Wolf, Beuthin and patrolman Keith Henn drove the roads last month to determine which town roads were most in need of maintenance.  Crack filling of various roads has already been done.  The road tour team suggested that the following roads are most in need of sealcoating.  

Handel .2 miles

Segebrecht .38 miles


Midland .40 miles


Reeve .25 miles

Hodgson .84miles

Mahocker (from Hudson Road to the tracks) .3


Cooke .55 miles


Shower  1.0 miles

Motion that the Town put these roads out to sealed bid and that the bids be in the hands of the Town Clerk by June 12, to be opened at the Board meeting held on that day , by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0. The Clerk was also instructed to make Scott Construction aware that several areas of roadway that were seal coated last fall (West Hudson on the hill before the intersection of Beckman), Carter and Morrill (going down the hill towards the dead-end) are in poor condition (most of the new gravel did not stick to the tar in these places and their durability/useful life is affected due to this) and that the Town expects Scott to repair these portions of roadway.
Site Plan approval for a 42 X50’ shed on Lot 4 of the former Goodwiler property off Hwy 78 now owned by Nathan Hensen. The site of the shed is 100 feet from the lot line and Hensen thinks the shed will blend in well with the tree line.  It is not being built on the top of the hill.  He is going to build a house on the site, but that will be in a couple of years. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Hensen will fax the clerk the shared driveway agreement.  Approved 5-0.
Site plan approval for a new shed to replace the one that recently burnt down for Doug Peterson at 11177 County Hwy Y.   Peterson wants to put in a 50 X 72’ rectangular shed to replace the L shaped one that  burnt.    Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.   
Approval of 2 rezones for property owned by the Goodwiler estate on Dunlap Hollow Road-1) a building site and 2) a 20 acre parcel zoned for ag-use. 
From December 2010 Board Minutes:  Discussion/possible action on permission for a new owner to rezone a 2 acre building site after purchase of a 35 acre parcel from Carl Goodwiler.  Behringer thinks that since the land is not in Carl’s name any more, the new owner should be able to do a rezone. This is a theoretical question, there is no real issue on the table but the Goodwiler group would like an answer if the situation comes up in the future. Motion by Board to deny by Beuthin, second by Moore.  2-1-0. Against, Wolf. Abstaining, Behringer. 
Goodwiler did a 4 lot CSM (certified survey map) in August 2007.  In keeping with the town policy of not more than 4 splits in 5 years, the property owners (now Goodwiler’s heirs) are coming back in 2012 to do another split, zoning 7.5 acres to RH 2 and maintaining 20 acres in Ag Zoning.  The property is along Cooke Road. The zoning for the Ag land will have to be rezoned to A4 (deed restricted with no residential development) because the lot is under 35 acres, the minimum for A1-ex zoning. Beuthin asked the question that if there is a deed restriction on the property, could it be removed for a transfer of development rights?  There was no immediate answer to the inquiry. Motion to approve both rezones (petition DCPREZ-2012-10454) by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Donation to Mazomanie Youth Baseball Program.  Request by Matt Brabender who did not attend the meeting.   Motion to table until a representative of the program attends the board meeting by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.  
Report from the Good Neighbor Committee on the progress of the multi-use trail between Middleton and Mazomanie.  Penny from the Good Neighbor Trail reported on the progress of the proposed 13 mile multi-use regional trail that will go from Middleton to the Village of Mazomanie.  The Committee would like a resolution of support from the Town of Mazomanie. Richard suggested that making a resolution in support should be posted as such.  No action was taken and the clerk will place the item on the agenda in June.

Approval of update to the Town’s Comprehensive Land Plan.  The document can be reviewed at the town website (townofmazomanie.org).  Motion by Richard that the Town Board approve the Updated Land Plan incorporating a change on page 26 to consistently reflect the policy (also stated on page 42) that the Town allows no more than 4 splits in five years and to also include the following changes suggested by Curt Kodl of Dane County Zoning.  Those changes include:

p. 10 ….2010 Land Use inventory puts woodland at about 30-32%

 

p. 29 typo..”Silviculture”

 

p. 11……Parks and Open Space Plan is now (2012-2017)

 

p. 73 ……Plan should now be next updated 2022 (Ten years after 2012)
The motion was seconded by Moore and was approved by a vote of 5-0. 
Criteria, and/or standards for distributing funds for cultural/recreational activities in the Town.  Richard is uncomfortable with donating money to groups only on the basis of who asks for them. She thinks that potentially we aren’t getting the best value for our recreational dollar. She would like to see some way of ensuring that more towns people are included in benefits of the Town’s recreational and cultural spending.  She noted that the Town gives $100 to Sauk area recreational program which ensures that all residents of the Town of Mazomanie are given a discount on program participation.  Richard suggested that maybe we could give some money to the Village of Mazomanie and then our residents could get resident rates on Village stuff—like pool passes and renting village halls.  Wolf said he would talk to Village President Buzz Holcomb and Rec Director Gerry Springstead regarding this idea.  He will update the board next month.  Motion to approve the inquiry and to consider some new ways of allocating recreational/ cultural fundingby Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0. 
Proposed Dane County ordinance amendment #39, 2011-12, Regarding Mineral Extraction Conditional Use Permit Application Requirements. The proposed ordinance outlines specific procedures for applying for a permit and the ongoing reporting requirements. Motion to approve by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved  5-0.
Request by the Town of Stark to pass resolution asking the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin to consider additional energy planning solutions in addition to or instead of the Badger-Coulee high voltage transmission line. Motion to take no action by Behringer, second by Richard. Approved 5-0. 
Approval of representatives to the EMS and Fire Boards. Wolf nominated Dan Behringer to serve as the rep to the EMS, and Beuthin as his back-up.  Wolf hopes to continue serving on the fireboard and since no one else stepped forward to volunteer for the position, he nominated himself.  Behringer was nominated as backup.  Moore will continue to serve as liason with the Village of Mazomanie, even though no meetings have taken place for a long time.  Motion to approve the representatives to the EMS, fireboard and Village liason, by Behringer, second Richard.  Approved 5-0.  Wolf noted that he will talk to the Village President about future Village/Town meetings.
Disbursements.  Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input-Dan is vice-president of the EMS board. There are 57 EMS members, 3 in class right now. The state just increased the hours for training by about 40 hours and the EMS is wondering if this will effect recruitment efforts.   Moore asked about the Town scholarship and Van Cleve noted that no notice of the scholarship was sent to the schools this year.  According to town resident Melinda Heathcote, the Town’s scholarship was not listed in the packet of those available to graduating seniors.  Van Cleve will send out a notice to the schools and request that anyone wishing to apply have their application in by the 15 of June. Regarding the Black Earth Joint Fire District, Wolf reported that the Fire board will probably re-do the bylaws and hire a lawyer to make sure it’s done right.  He also noted that they just had to do $17,000 maintenance on the building that was not budgeted for.   Wolf also reported that the Wolf Run recreation trail and the dam project is being worked on right now but currently there is no new water supply for Lake Marion which is expected to be empty with-in a few weeks.
