All items are for discussion/possible action
1. Call to order/Proof of Posting. Chairman Fred Wolf called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. The meeting was published November 8 and posted November 2, 2012.  
2. Motion to approve October 9 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

3. Approval of October financial report.  Receipts in October were $18,984.Disbursements were $22,713.01  Total cash in the bank in both accounts is $255,081.45.  Motion to approve by Behringer. Second by Moore. Approved 5-0.

4. Public Input- none
5. Approval of site plan for new home for Steve and Marcy Salmon, 10376 Curtiss, to replace home recently destroyed by fire. They also want to put up a 40’X 42’ shed. The Land Plan Commission approved the site plan.  The new house will be built on the old foundation. It will be a ranch instead of a tri-level.  Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Beuthin .  Approved  5-0.
6. Approval of site plan for a unattached structure for Timothy Larsen at 10299 County Hwy Y. Larsen did not attend.  Larsen did not attend the meeting. Motion to remove this item from the agenda by Richard, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
7. Approval of Dane County Ordinance Amendment #15, regarding the County Farmland Preservation Plan.  The Land Plan Commission approved this amendment and the Dane County Towns Association recommends approval.  Motion to approve by Beuthin , second by Moore .  Approved 5-0.
8. ATV use and other noise problems on Town properties. No action taken.
9. Transfer site: update on brainstorming questions, needs, possible solutions with regards to future siting of the Transfer site—also review of extended hours. Motion to have only Saturday hours after the end of November by Beuthin , second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0
10. Changing the day of Board meetings from the second Tuesday to the second Monday of each month beginning with January, 2012.  Motion to approve by Richard, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
11. Motion to approve amending the 2012 budget to include an extra payment of $10,000 to pay down the loan from the Peoples Community Bank faster than originally intended,  by Behringer , second by Richard. Approved 5-0. 
12. Disbursements for November are $45,740.38 which does not include 2 paychecks for Keith Henn (to be written before the December Board meeting) and a refund check to Andy Denman for overpayment on 19 tires. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
13. Board Input- Dan says Eddie Meier was not happy with the charge for road repair. Melody read a few things in the Wi Towns Magazine about special charges (transfer site fees-can they be paid ahead?) and rates set by the board (for example: $25 for rental of the town hall-does the Town need an ordinance to charge this?)  Fred says Highway 14 will be redone in 2015 from Walter Road to Hwy KP.  The work will include new storm sewer and street lighting and some sidewalks.  UW Extension wants us to sponsor a program called “Living on the Land.”  Melody asked Fred about the Railroad hearing that took place at the Community Building last week.  The issue was getting a crossing on the railroad for ATV’s at Crescent Street in the Village.  There will be a ruling within 60 days by the Office of Railroad Commission.  
14. Confirm next meetings: Public Hearing (and board adoption) of budget November 20.  Board meeting December 11, 2012
