Land Plan Commission Meeting 
Minutes 

May 7, 2012
1. Call to order/Proof of Posting.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Rick Wipperfurth at 7 pm. Present from the Commission were Don Wallace, Andy Olson, Sue Beil and Aaron Tigert.  Maria Van Cleve, the clerk, was also present.  The meeting was published on May 3, posted on May 4, 2012 and was also posted on the town web site

2. Approval of April 9, 2012 meeting minutes by Sue Beil, second by Wallace.  Approved 4-0, Olson abstained.
3. Site Plan approval for a 42 X50’ shed on Lot 4 of the former Goodwiler property off Hwy 78 now owned by Nathan Hensen.   Hensen presented a plan for a shed and a house in a couple of years.  Motion to approve by Olson, second by Beil.  Approved 5-0.
4. Site plan approval for a new shed to replace the one that recently burnt down for Doug Peterson at 11177 County Hwy Y.  He wants to put in a 50 X 72’ rectangular shed which will replace the L shaped one that  burnt.  Motion to approve by Wallace, second by Beil, Approved 5-0.
5. Approval of 2 rezones for property owned by the Goodwiler estate on Dunlap Hollow Road-1) a building site and 2) a 20 acre parcel zoned for ag-use.

Background Information from December 2010 Town Board meeting minutes:  Discussion/possible action on permission for a new owner to rezone a 2 acre building site after purchase of a 35 acre parcel from Carl Goodwiler.  Behringer thinks that since the land is not in Carl’s name any more, the new owner should be able to do a rezone. This is a theoretical question, there is no real issue on the table but the Goodwiler group would like an answer if the situation comes up in the future. Motion to deny by Beuthin, second by Moore.  2-1-0. Against, Wolf. Abstaining, Behringer.  
Goodwiler did a 4 lot CSM in August 2007.  In keeping with the town policy of not more than 4 splits in 5 years, the property owner (now Goodwiler’s heirs) are coming back in 2012 to do another split, rezoning 7.5 acres to RH 2 and to also maintain 20 acres in Ag Zoning.  The zoning for the Ag land will have to be A4 because the lot is under 35 acres, the minimum for A1-ex zoning. Motion to approve both rezones by Beil, second by Olson.  Approved 5-0.
6. Approval of the update to the Town’s Comprehensive Land Plan.  The document can be reviewed at the town website (townofmazomanie.org) .   Motion to approve the 2012 Amended Town of Mazomanie Comprehensive Land Plan by Beil, second by Wallace. Approved 5-0.  
7. Request by the Town of Stark to pass resolution asking the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin to consider additional energy planning solutions in addition to or instead of the Badger-Coulee high voltage transmission line.   No action taken.
8. Proposed Dane County ordinance amendment #39, 2011-12, Regarding Mineral Extraction Conditional Use Permit Application Requirements.  Move to approve by  Beil.  Aaron Tigert read  the conditions of the ordinance aloud to all present.  Second by Olson.   Approved 5-0.
