Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 

September 16, 2013
Minutes
Call to order/Proof of Posting:    The Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman Fred Wolf at 7:05. Supervisors present were Melody Moore, Carrie Richard, Dan Behringer and Stan Beuthin. The agenda was posted on September 13, 2013 with the addition of a petition number for the rezone of Dennis Kirch (also the rezone is to A2 (not A28), a change in the size of Stan Beuthin’s shed from 30’X50’ to 30’X48” and item # 12: Regarding the possibility of selling the Town Hall and land to Electronic Theater Controls (new company next door) and published on September 12th.
1. Approval of August 16, 2013 meeting minutes. Motion to approve the August meeting minutes by Melody Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
2. Approval of August 2013 financial report: Van Cleve transferred all but $1000 from the tax account to the regular account on August 20th.  Including the transfer, receipts to the town account were $246,656.68. Disbursements were $50,870.25. Along with the $1000 (and $7.07 interest) the total amount of Town Funds at the end of August was $247,525.20. Motion to approve the August financial statement by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.  

3. Public Input-None
4. Site plan approval for Stan Beuthin, 9524 Hwy 19 to build a 30 X 48’ pole shed- The Plan Commission approved this site plan 4-0. Motion to approve the site plan by Behringer, second by Richard. Approved 4-0-1. Beuthin abstained.
5. Rezone of approximately 16 acres owned by Dennis Kirch at the end of Shower Road from A1-ex to A2 (Petition DCPREZ-2013-10603).  The Plan Commission approved this rezone (4-0) contingent upon it being unchanged when the petition number was granted.  Dennis called the clerk the day after the Land Plan meeting with the petition number which was then posted (not published) in the agenda. Motion to approve by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
6. Rezone of approximately 1.26 acres (owned by St Louis property west of 10267 Hwy 14) from A2 to C0-1 for the purpose of creation of a recreational trail. (Petition DCPREZ-2013-10597) The Plan Commission approved this rezone 4-0.  Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Richard. Approved 4-0-1 (Wolf abstained).  Richard asked about the maintenance agreement for the land and would like to see the agreement as soon as possible.  Wolf told the board that the agreement hasn’t been written yet but it will be done as soon as possible.
7. Site plan approval for Fred Hankel, 10354 Curtiss Road to build a 14X18 screen porch addition. Fred did not come to the Land Plan meeting so a decision on Fred’s screen porch was tabled by the Land Plan Commission.  The clerk admitted an error in forgetting that Hankel had called her to put it on the agenda and e-mailed his site plan.  He said he couldn’t come to the plan commission meeting because it was his anniversary.  The clerk told him that she would present the site plan (very straight forward) filed the e-mail with the site plan attached and forgot that she agreed to present the plan for him.  Motion to approve the site plan for Fred Hankel by Moore, second by Wolf. There was discussion about the land plan process. While there are some unwritten rules about who presents a site plans and whether or not the Land Plan Commission MUST see the site plan before the board approves it, Board members, by and large, felt that that it would not be a good precedent to have the board approve something that the land plan commission did not review.  Wolf called for a vote and the site plan was not approved on a 4-1 vote (Moore voted to approve) Hankel’s site plan should be on the Land Plan Agenda and the Board next month.
8. Approval of operators licenses for Heather Meier and Adam DeJaynes. Back ground checks were done on both Heather and Adam, no criminal background was reported.  Both paid their $25, presented their certificate of training and filled out their applications completely. Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
9. Donations policy-The Wisconsin Town’s Association wrote a legal opinion on “donations”.  Carrie called them to clarify and they said that things like Wild West Days and Fireworks could have money appropriated for them legally as long as the electorate votes to allow this power.  (Should be on the budget hearing agenda).  Giving money to Swim Team and various other special interest groups is not legal.  Money could be given to an intergovernmental agency (like Sauk Prairie Community Center). Money given to Dane County Senior Center is legal according to the attorney general. Maria should call the organizations (swim team, baseball) and tell them that funding their sports cannot be done in the manner in which it was previously done. Carrie wondered if we should try to talk to the Village about funding some manner of recreation thru them.  Carrie should talk to Jeri Springstead about possible recreational agreements with the Village.  Motion by Behringer that the Board ask the electorate at a special meeting to allow the Board to make appropriations for money for public purposes listed in state statues 60.10(3)(b) and 60.23(3) in lieu of donations, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
10. Possibility of finding a new location for the transfer site.  What’s next?  Barry Behringer turned down the offer made by the Board ($7,000/acre for 5 acres.)  Dan Behringer said that Barry thinks we have broken the lease and therefore he can kick us out at any time.  Carrie thought we might want to see what a contract for hauling garbage cost and giving up the transfer site.  
Motion by Moore to have the clerk Call Kevin Connor and set up a site meeting (either at the beginning or the end of the day) to pursue moving the Transfer site to Amenda Road, put an ad soliciting land for purchase to be used for a new transfer site(the size of a postcard into the Sickle for one month) put the ad in the tax bills when they go out if the issue is not resolved at that time, post it at the Transfer Site and get a quote for garbage pick-up for the town, second by Richard. Approved 5-0 Melody will call the people from the DNR to see what we need to do if and when we move the site.  .
11. Regarding the possibility of selling the Town Hall and land to Electronic Theater Controls (new company next door). Sale of the Town Hall is NOT part of any proposal.  The committee (Fred, Stan and Keith) have yet to have a meeting with the owner of ETC.  It seems they may want to buy the salt shed and lease it back to us.  The bottom line is that the Town doesn’t want to spend any money on any part of this deal.
12. Approval of Disbursements- Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
13. Board Input- Richard asked about railroad ties and where they should be disposed of.  The answer is that railroad ties should go into the dumpster. Stan would like policy for the town hall to be on the agenda next month. Dan asked if the Land Plan Commission is working on clarifying questions that came up in the land plan –the answer is yes, they are coming up with some new wording that should answer and explain several issues.  Joint Fire District is purchasing a new chief’s vehicle for $35,000. Someone gave $100,000 worth of air tanks to the fire district. The building has been repainted and new exterior trim.  The budget has been passed by the fire board.  DOT has a meeting on the high school entrance and exit tomorrow.  Sauk Prairie School district is having a dinner to talk about planning.  CARPC also is having a meeting about regional planning.
