Call to order/Proof of Posting :  The agenda was posted at the Town Hall Door, at the Community Building and in the Post office lobby on Jan 10, 2014. Approval of December 2013 minutes: Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Wolf. Approved 2-0. Richard abstained.

Approval of December financial report.  The Town took in $901,940.59 in taxes in December.  Receipts to the regular account were $16,035. Disbursements were $50,392.16 Total funds available were $1,103,401.94. Of that money (including December tax collections) the town account balance was $294,157.81.  Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Richard.  Approved 3-0.
Public Input- None
Approval of resource protection zone for Dennis Kirch (rezone 10603) on his property at 6604 Shower Road.  Motion to disapprove adding a resources protection zone to the certified survey map included in rezone 10603 by Richard, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0. To clarify: Placing a resource protection zone on Kirch’s Certified Survey Map in rezone 10603 was DENIED.
Continuing distribution of Town of Mazomanie Scholarship. Motion to table by Behringer. Seconded by Richard.  Approved 3-0.
Discussion/possible action on board members attending regional Towns Association meeting.
Dan, Fred, Carrie and Maria will attend the March 1 meeting. Maria will email Moore and Beuthin to see if they would also like to attend this meeting or a different one

Approval of Disbursements. Checks in the amount of $922,314.30 (including $877,804.37 in payouts to the tax districts) were written by the clerk. Maria will check to make sure that the backup plow driver does not need a CDL or drug testing.  If he doesn’t then Van Cleve should put this item on the agenda so that the Town can withdraw Frank from Compliance Services testing.     Motion to approve the disbursements by Behringer, second by Richard.  Approved 3-0. 
Board Input—Richard was asked to serve on the TRIP committee with the Department of Transportation.  Behringer wants Keith to spread a little more sand on some roads. Next month the agenda should include meeting start time for board meetings and additional emergency signers for the checking account.
