Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
February 10, 2014
Call to order/Proof of Posting :  The Board Meeting was called to order by Chairman Fred Wolf at 7:02 pm.  Supervisors present were and Dan Behringer and Carrie Richard, Melody Moore and Stan Beuthin. Also present was Treasurer Jan Hake.
The agenda was published in the Sickle Arrow on Feb 6, 2014 and was February 7, 2014 with the addition of #9 “Resolution protecting town funds in excess of $250,000 with a “sweep agreement” with the Peoples Community Bank.”  Approval of December 2013 minutes: Motion to approve with a grammatical correction by Richard, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0. 

Approval of January financial report.  The Town took in $518,848.65 in taxes in January.  Receipts to the regular account were $27,568.38. Disbursements from the Town account were $52,425.01 and from the Tax account, $877,804.37. Total funds in both accounts was $719,589.59. Of that money (not including the Towns January Tax collections) the Town’s bank balance was $175,597.47.  Motion to approve the financial report by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input- None
Amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances (#26, 2013-14) regarding abandoned nonconforming mineral extraction sites.  Motion to disapprove of this ordinance amendment by Beuthin, second by Richard, and to ask the County to consider rewriting the amendment giving more respect to the rights of current owners of non-conforming mineral extraction sites (recognizing their financial interest in maintaining their opportunity to reopen a mineral extraction site) as well as the town’s interest in having some measure of control over the reopening of these sites (hours of operation, lighting, reimbursement for use of town roads, etc.) in the revised version. Approved 5-0.
Proposed resource protection map issued by Dane County Planning and Development for the Town of Mazomanie.  Dane County’s Comprehensive Planning Steering Committee has issued a proposed resource protection map that would include areas that have a .2% annual chance of flooding, (the 500 year flood plain) hydric soils, slopes exceeding 20% and wetlands.  If this map were to be approved NEW development would NOT be allowed in any of the mapped areas. Potentially, landowners would be allowed to prove that the maps are incorrectly drawn or they may be allowed to mitigate problems so that development could take place.  This is a PROPOSED map and the County is looking for input on it.  If the map is approved in its current form 20 resident landowners would see a reduction in lands that could be developed.  Motion by Moore to have the clerk write a letter to the Comprehensive Planning Steering Committee to ask for more time to consider this map, to get the names of the Town of Mazomanie residents who would be affected from Brian Standing and to set up a joint meeting with the Land Plan Commission on March 3, 2014 to further discuss this issue.  The motion was seconded by Behringer and approved 5-0.
Motion to table the agenda item: Resolution protecting town funds in excess of $250,000 with a “sweep agreement” with the Peoples Community Bank” by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0. The clerk should place this on the March agenda.

Motion by Behringer to leave the decision regarding a fourth check signer for Town checking accounts up to the current three signers (Van Cleve, Hake and Wolf).  Approved 5-0.
Motion by Behringer, second by Moore, to change the start time for board meetings to 6:30pm (from 7pm) beginning in April 2014. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the renewal of  the annual License for Rio Valley Manufactured Homes, 10359 Cty Hwy Y by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to table the update on the audit by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Motion by Behringer to amend the agenda to include “approval of the February disbursements”. Second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0.

Motion to approve disbursements of $20,374.36 from the regular checking account plus 3 additional checks from the Town account (CenturyLink, Henn paycheck and Town’s Assn District meeting) plus 4 tax payout checks from the Tax Account by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
