Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
June 9, 2014
Call to order/Proof of Posting. The meeting was called to order at 6:32 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf.  Supervisors present were and Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Carrie Richard (late) and Stan Beuthin.  Also present were Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake.  The agenda was published: June 5, 2014 and posted June 4, 2014. It was reposted June 7, 2014 with the addition of #9 “Consideration of purchase of one or two parcels near the corner of Cty Hwy Y and Old Y owned by Andy Olsen for use by the Town as a transfer site and transfer of development rights from either/both parcels to other unspecified parcels in the Town.”

Approval of minutes: May 12, 2014 Board meeting.  Motion to approve by Moore, second by beuthin.  Approved 4-0.

May 19, 2014 Board meeting: Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer .  Approved 4-0. 
May 27, 2014 Board Meeting: Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Approval of May financial reports. Receipts in May were $46,657.74.  Disbursements were 20,737.02. Total cash on hand as of May 31 was $341,277.22. Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Public Input-NONE
Consideration of Transfer of Development Right from Rick Kindsche’s property on Racek  Road to a property currently owned by Evan McAteer (parcel #034/0906-364-8860-0) on Shower Road. Consideration of driveway and site plan for the McAteer property for future owner Mike Olah.  From the land plan meeting on 6-2:  Mike Olah went into Dane County Zoning and they told him that they would deny the site location of the driveway because although it would be a 12% slope, it would diagonally traverse >20% slope (the hill the driveway would be going up.)  The Land Plan Commission discussed the possibility for changing the firm numbers regarding building on slopes when the land plan is being re-written, but until that time, Mike’s plan has been put on hold. He came to the meeting anyway to share his hope that he can build on the McAteer property. Moore said that the big reason that we are revising the plan is so that we can have more leeway in decision making regarding a building site such as this one.  Motion to approve the driveway plan submitted by Olah contingent up the Town of Mazomanie land Plan being revised to accommodate such a driveway by Behringer, second by Beuthin. Approved 4-0.
Site plan approval for Susie Strang at 10106 Carter Road for an addition to the house.
From the land plan meeting on 6-2:  The Commissioners approved this very small addition to the rear of the house unanimously. Motion to approve by Moore , second by Beuthin.  Approved 4-0. 
Request for repayment of excessive tax on parcel 0906-272-8520-7 due to palpable error by Sally and Jeff Parish, 10235 County Hwy Y.  Jeff and Sally Parish own two lots on County Hwy Y.  For many years they thought their second parcel (0906-272-8520-7) was buildable. They  had a density study done and while they were sold their second lot as though it had a building site, the lot was created illegally in 1973 –no certified survey map was recorded at that time.  Since building rights were established as of 1979, the lot in question has NO right to build on yet it has been assessed that for many years. The lot was assessed at $91,000 in 2013 and at $12,300 in 2014.  The Parishes have written a letter requesting a refund.  .   Motion to refund a year’s taxes for 2013 due to palpaple error by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Application for reclamation permits from Dane County for future non-mineral extraction sites on the Beuthin and Wipperfurth properties located in the area between Mathewson Road, Hudson Road and Highway 78, an area comprising 222 acres.  The Town was given 14 days from May 21st to comment on this reclamation plan which would be June 5th and therefore before the date of this board meeting.   Board members reviewed the reclamation plan. No action taken.
Motion to move #10 and #11 before #9 by Behringer and Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Approval of renewal of liquor license for Rookies Food and Spirits, 10267 Hwy 14 and the Wisconsin River Sportsmen’s Club, 10041 County Hwy Y.   All the fees have been paid by both the Sportmen’s Club and Rookies and all the applications were submitted in a timely fashion. Motion to approve the liquor license for the Sportsmen’s Club by Beuthin, second by Moore, Approved 5-0.  Motion to approve the liquor license for Rookies by Behringer, second by Beuthin, Approved 5-0.
Approval of operators licenses for - Ashley Carly (formerly Mabin),  Samantha Currier, Kala O’Connell, Bailey Mickelson, Toni Severson, Molly Mason, Kyle Zempel, Heather Meier, Christine Kohlman and Cecil Roberts.  All of these applicants have filled out their application, paid the fee and provided proof of beverage server training.  They have either gotten operator’s licenses from us in the past or I have done background checks on them.  None have criminal records.  Motion to approve operator’s licenses for Ashley Carly (formerly Mabin),  Samantha Currier, Kala O’Connell, Bailey Mickelson, Toni Severson, Molly Mason, Kyle Zempel, Heather Meier, Christine Kohlman and Cecil Roberts  by Moore second by Behringer, Approved 5-0.

Consideration of purchase of one or two parcels near the corner of Cty Hwy Y and Old Y owned by Andy Olsen for use by the Town as a transfer site and transfer of development rights from  either/both parcels to other unspecified parcels in the Town.  Andy bought 2 parcels on Y several years ago and he would like to sell them to the Town.  Motion to reinstate a committee to investigate the purchase of a property for the purpose of developing a new transfer site by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
Awarding of Town of Mazomanie scholarship(s) for 2014.  There are three scholarship applicants.  Board members were given copies of the applications as well as the mandatory essay for each applicant with the names of the applicants deleted from the applications. Motion to not award any scholarships for 2014 and to try present information to the schools regarding how to write a better essay by Moore, second by Richard. Approved 5-0.
Review/possible action on recommendations of the auditor.  These recommendations are found in the minutes of the May 27th Board meeting.  Motion that we discontinue writing blank checks, that we write paid on paid invoices and that we issue receipts for cash by Richard, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.  Motion that next month that we discuss number one and six on the auditors list at the July meeting by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
Report from Supervisor Behringer who attended a meeting on Dane County Ordinance Amendment 26 regarding non-conforming mineral extraction sites.  Behringer did not attend this meeting.  He did attend the meeting on the resource protection map.  There will be another meeting on the map in September but no date has been set yet.  The map would have no effect on current correctly zoned residential property.  However if a property is non-conforming and has to be rezoned then the property would be subject to the restrictions imposed by the resource protection map. Theoretically, if there is no rezone then the property would not be subject to the resource protection map.
Approval of disbursements.  Motion to approve disbursements totaling $108,678.48.  This includes $45,013 for sealing Racek and Reuter Roads, $10,000 for crack filling and paying off the Town’s loan to the Peoples State Bank in the amount of $35,640.64. (The loan was refinanced at a lower interest rate with a $35,000 loan from the State Commissioner of Public Lands.) Motion to approve disbursements by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input— Richard wanted an update on the Mazo Beach meeting.  Fred went to the meeting.  He reported that around 10 people met at the capitol, including DNR, Village of Mazo, Town of Mazo, the police, people from the county and the state representatives.  The Town and village would like to keep the beach open 24/7.  Numbers of tickets written have been going down. DNR is taking comment on the beach on-line. Fred and Stan attended the Dane County Towns Association meeting.  The Association is really unhappy with the ZLR. There are several towns that would opt out of zoning if given the opportunity. Dane Com is a big issue. Dane County Towns Association is taking Dane Com to court.  
Melody passed out a list of dates that the voyager canoe runs on the river.  Ron Patterson thinks we should order another dumpster.  Fred and Stan met with ETC. They have not gotten back to us.  The Village is interested in using a storage bay if we worked out a deal with ETC.  Fred received info on humane officer training, joe parisi’s views on dane com and the Sauk Prairie school district is having a picnic.
