Minutes
July 14, 2014
Call to order/Proof of Posting: The meeting was called to order at 6:40 pm by Chairman Fred Wolf.  Supervisors present were and Dan Behringer, Melody Moore and Carrie Richard and Stan Beuthin.  Also present was Treasurer Jan Hake.  The agenda was published: July 11, 2014 And posted: July 12 2014 with the addition of #10  “Approval of operator’s licenses for Jerome Kruchten, Troy Kruchten and Wallace Hansen”
Approval of minutes: June 9, 2014 Board meeting –   Motion to approve by Moore, second by  Beuthin. Approved  5-0.                                            
Approval of June financial reports. Total receipts were 1393.25.  Total Disbursements were $117,167.19.  Total cash on hand in both accounts as of 6/30 is $225,503.28. Motion to approve by Behringer, second by  Moore. Approved  5-0.                                                                                   
Public Input- None.
Site plan approval for Jeff Karls for a new home off Hwy 19, parcel number 034/0806-122-9860-0.
Motion to approve by Richard, second by Behringer. Approved  5-0.                                            
Site plan approval for replacement of garage for Stan Beuthin at 9524 County Hwy Y. Motion to approve by Moore, second by  Richard. Approved 4-0.   (Beuthin recused himself from this vote.)                                        
Site plan approval for outbuilding for Brandon Finley, 9556 County Hwy Y( parcel # 034/0906-134-9700-4). Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by  Behringer. Approved  5-0.                                            
Consideration of policy regarding consequences for not getting site plan approval from the land plan commission and the board before construction projects begin. 
Kurt Greenheck built an outbuilding without siteplan approval.  Meigs was the contractor.  They were called and told they had to get on the June agenda but they made no effort to do that.  Tracy Johnson, the building inspector issued a building permit because he thought that Dane County had required the siteplan approval form, but they didn’t.  The land plan commission approved a motion that the town require the building inspector to obtain a copy of the site plan approval form before issuing a building permit.  (The clerk would make 3 copies of the site plan approval document- 1 for the Town, 1 for Dane County and 1 for the building inspector). 
Richard moved that the Land Plan Commission propose a process for ensuring that property owners come before the Town for approval of building projects including a penalty clause for non-compliance.  The motion was seconded by Moore and approved 5-0.

Report from committee on possible purchase of one or two parcels near the corner of Cty Hwy Y and Old Y owned by Andy Olsen for use by the Town as a transfer site and/or possibility of moving the transfer site to already owned town property.  
Moore reported that if the Town purchased the Olson properties, the splits associated with them might be at risk.  The Town’s Transfer of Development Rights Policy (according to Kurt Codl of Dane County Zoning) is only for A1-ex properties.  The Olson properties are already zoned RH.  Board members had many questions regarding moving the transfer site to the Town Hall property.  Van Cleve should arrange for a meeting with a representative of Advanced Disposal to further discuss this possibility.
Approval of operator’s licenses for Jerome Kruchten, Troy Kruchten and Wallace Hansen.  Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.                                            
Consideration of two more applications for Town of Mazomanie scholarship for 2014.  After the last board meeting we received two more scholarship applications. Board members received copies of the applications with identifying information removed.  Motion to offer a $500 award to each of the applicants by Richard, second by  Beuthin. Approved  5-0.  Town residents receiving the scholarships are Grace Olson and Elizabeth Heathcote.                                        
Changing the deadline for submittal of scholarship applications from June 15 to May 15th.  Motion to approve by Richard, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.                                            
Sick Leave Policy – Address the taxable vs. nontaxable options and limit choices for employee. Also consider changing the policy so that the health insurance would expire once a retiree becomes eligible for Medicare. 

Motion by Beuthin, second by Behringer to accept the following revisions to the Personnel Manual:
Section 4.3 (g) Sick Leave  shall read: After completion of ten (10) years of service, an employee who retires in accordance with the specification of the Wisconsin Retirement Fund shall have the use of the value of accumulated sick leave to a maximum of 365 days for the purchase of health insurance for the employee and his spouse only.  If the former employee and his spouse dies before the value of the accumulated sick leave is used, the balance reverts back to the Town. (Amended by the Town Board July 14, 2014)
Further, Section 4.3(o) Sick Leave shall read: Monetary compensation for unused sick leave shall not be paid upon termination of an employee.  (Amended by the Town Board July 14, 2014)
Request for funding from Mazomanie 4th of July Fireworks Forever.  Motion to approve a donation of $600 to the Fireworks by Behringer, second by Richard. Approved 5-0.                                            
Approval of disbursements.  Checks have been written in the amount of $30,475.38 thru July 14.  Motion to approve these disbursements by Beuthin, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.                                            
Board Input—
Behringer: EMS might need part-time paid day staff in the near future.  Request for new road signs on Mathewson and Schoenemann.  Also request for more ditch-mowing.
Moore:  Wondering if there was any fall out regarding the policy changes for use of the Town Hall. None noted.
Wolf: Dane Com is in a holding pattern.
