2. Approval of Land Plan minutes from March 2, 2015. Motion to approve by Tigert. Second by Wallace.  Approved 4-0.
3. Site plan approval for Irma Kliebenstein, 10270 E Mathewson Rd, to add on to their existing shop. Existing shop is 24 x 24 and the addition would be 24 x 14, lot line is at 37.5 as is (parcel number 034/0806-033-9220-9). Andy Olson recused himself. Don moved to approve, second by Aaron. Approved 3-0.
4. Site plan approval for Deb Pienkowski to add a shed at the community garden, on the corner of Old Hwy 78 and Hwy 14. Will be movable shed (on skids). Church has donated the land for the community garden. If the shed gets moved, they must meet set back requirements. Don Wallace recused himself. Approved 3-0.

5. Site plan approval for John Marx, Premier Coop, 10216 Hwy 14, to build a 105’ diameter grain bin, a second grain dryer, an additional grain receiving leg and remodel their existing electric room (parcel number 034/0806-154-9200-0), zoned C-2. Adding 10 feet on to existing electric room. Adding a leg to the existing tower, 128 feet tall. Will excavate rock to add new bin, no hill will be exposed, it’s all rock wall. No set back issues, addition of bin will not affect traffic flow. Approved 4-0.
6. Discussion of documenting new building process to provide guidance for board and community members. Board members to come up with a list of actions for building process for next meeting. Place on June agenda.
