6. Presentation by Timm Zumm of the Friends of the Lower Wisconsin Riverway regarding the installation of the DNR Loaner Life vest program. Motion to approve installation of the kiosk made by Beuthin, VanCleve second. Approved 5-0.

7. Site plan approval for Corey Kahl to build a 40 x 70 shed at 9923 Carter Rd (parcel #034/0806-143-9720-0). Property is zoned RH-3, DCPREZ-0000-09561. Motion to approve 40 x 70 shed made by Van Cleve, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.

8. Site plan approval for Joleen and Marty Breunig to add a 680 square foot addition to existing garage at 9600 County Rd Y (parcel #034/0906-134-9000-1). Motion to approve 680 square foot addition with understanding that Breunig is responsible to ensure compliance with the railroad right away made by Van Cleve, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.
9. Site plan approval for John and Janet Wipperfurth for construction of new house on vacant lot on Laws Drive (parcel #034/0906-213-9330-6). Motion to approve construction of new house made by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.
10. Site plan approval for Charles Quagliana and Joan Gorman for construction of new house on property located at the end of Willoughby Rd (parcel #034/0806-163-9790-0). Motion to approve construction of new house made by VanCleve, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.

Motion to approve no more than $500 for legal fees to resolve issue with Scott Construction made by Behringer, second by VanCleve. Approved 5-0.
