Jim McSweeney expressed concern regarding proposed DNR shooting ranges on Racek Rd, wondered if a conditional use permit would be required for the proposed ranges. Ann Vetter shared concerns regarding over usage of the beach by adopting the DNR proposed changes and the over development of it, effects on property values and how it addresses crime. 
7. Site plan approval for John and Janet Wipperfurth to build a new 1400 sq ft home with a 44 x 45 accessory building and an attached garage of 22 x 28. This is an amendment from previously approved site plan from September 2015. Motion to approve new site plan made by Behringer, second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0.
8. Site plan approval for Mazomanie MHP to bring in a 16 x 80 manufactured home for lot #16, 10359 County Rd Y. Motion to approve made by Beuthin, second by Moore. Approved 5-0. 
9. Site plan approval for Black Hawk River Runs to replace existing cargo wagon with a 12 x 24 non-permanent structure at 10032 County Rd Y. Has received approval from the Riverway Board. LPC approved the plan as it is sound, however, concerned that the plan is unable to meet Dane County guidelines. Current structure rotting Motion to approve made by Van Cleve, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.
