4. Approval of May financial reports. Motion to approve made by Beuthin, second by Moore. Approved 4-0. 
5. Approval of June disbursements. Motion to approve made by Moore, second by Beuthin. Approved 4-0.
6. Public Input – brief discussion with Dane County Deputy Jeff Nelson regarding assigned area and monitoring community.
7. Review and approval of liquor licenses for Rookies and Wisconsin River Sportsmen’s Club. Motion to approve made by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
8. Review of operators licenses for Samantha Currier, Rhea Holmenstine, Heather Meir, Kala O’Connell, Lindsay Huseth, and Ashley Carley (Rookies); Troy Kruchten, Cecil Roberts, Otto Cordero, Wallace Hansen, and Lawrence Hagen (WI River Sportsmen’s Club). Motion to approve made by Beuthin, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
9. Update on bids to replace town hall doors. Consideration and approval. Motion to approve bid acceptance for Brunke Glass to replace side doors made by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
10. Authorization and approval to borrow $20,000 for a two year term, for a rate of 2.42% from the People’s Community Bank, for repairs and maintenance of Town Hall. Motion to approve made by Beuthin, second by Moore. Approved 4-0. 
11. Petition for consideration from Ursus Torrente to apply for a temporary alcohol license for an event at Cedar Hills Campground, to be held in July 2016. The request is for July 14, 15, and 16. The Board was supportive of the petition and application.
12. Consideration and approval to require a $25 key deposit for brush dump key use, to be held up to 30 days before deposit and non-refundable, placement of a sign at the brush dump for $175 fine for anyone putting their brush over the fence. Motion to approve support of the Village in their motion to require a deposit and enforcement of the key, with stipulation that the Town will open the brush dump on Saturdays made by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0. 
13. Consideration and approval for the Town of Mazomanie to clean up confluence of Halfway Prairie and Marsh Creek. Work had already been completed; discussion regarding charging community members for Town work, general consensus was to take it on a case by case basis.
