Behringer submitted bill from Linda Ct resident, grass along road was damaged from snow plow. This was in the road right-away, which is Town property. Clerk to send letter informing him that the damage was a natural consequence of plowing the road and was still within the town road right away. Clerk to send letter to Trent Barsness regarding pulled stakes and killed vegetation along Racek Rd, to give until June 1st to re-seed. Bid accepted for new fire truck, total $635,000, Town share is approximately $170,500. This engine would replace two different vehicles. First payment is due 2018.
