Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes –
July 12, 2011
Call to order/Proof of Posting Meeting called to order at 7:14.  Present from the Present were the Chairman, Supervisors; Dan Behringer, Stan Beuthin, Carrie Richard and Melody Moore. Clerk Maria Van Cleve was also present. The meeting was published July 8, and posted July 9, 2011 with the addition of “Discussion/possible action on site approval for new shed for Pat Link, 5729 County Hwy F” and “Discussion/possible action on changing the deed of the old Town Hall which is located in the Village of Mazomanie, and was sold to the Village in 1979” and “Discussion/possible action on some revisions to the Personnel Manual to accommodate a part-time employee and update on the hiring process.

Approval of June 14, and June 28, 2011 meeting minutes. Motion to approve the minutes from both meetings by Moore, second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0.
Approval of June, 2011 financial reports.  Motion by Beuthin  to table until next month when Jan gets back, Stan motion, second by Melody.  Approved 5-0
Public Input- None
Discussion/possible action on site approval for new shed for Pat Link, 5729 County Hwy F.  Link did not attend. No action taken.
Discussion/possible action on renewal of the Transfer Site lease.  Phoebe Walters might  sell a parcel that is currently being used as the brush dump on  Mahocker Road.  Van Cleve discussed the possibility with her, but someone needs to follow up on this. Richard is concerned  that the landlord (Barry Behringer) can increase the rent  and the town has  no option but to pay.  Moore agrees and thinks the Town should own rather than rent.   Motion by Beuthin to renew the transfer site lease for 2 years with a fee increase of $500. Second by Wolf.  3-1 (Moore voted no, Behringer abstained)
Discussion/possible action on sealcoating/repair to the yard in front of the salt storage shed.  Motion to approve the bid from Struck and Irwin for repair of pad in front of the salt shed by Behringer, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on rezoning approval for United Cooperative so that they can build a grain storage facility near  the intersection of Hwy 78 and County Hwy Y.  There was a 3 hour meeting (with the Land plan Commission last night) regarding this issue.  Al Jentz  (from United)was here to discuss it again. Chairman Wolf asked each Board member to speak regarding their thoughts and probable vote on the issue. 
Moore supports having a facility like this in our town but thinks the site is poor.  She would vote against the rezone.

Behringer thinks that the board should not suggest what property should be bought or where any company company should choose to do business (This in reply to a suggestion by Wolf that United consider a property to the north of Racek Road at the corner of Racek and 78.)   Behringer likes the idea of economic growth for the town but is concerned about the water problem for the neighbors. Behringer would vote to approve.

Beuthin has some issues with potential  run-off but he thinks it’s a good idea. He would vote yes.  
Richard doesn’t feel that the positives outweigh the negatives.  She thinks that Cty Hwy Y is unsafe as it is and the additional traffic would make it even more so.  She also believes that since almost every resident who attended the meeting on either day (the 11th or 12th) spoke against the project and that she was elected to represent the people that she would vote no.  Al Jentz understood the concerns about train cars sitting on the “Y” crossing or on either side of the crossing.  He agreed that in the event of approval of the grain storage facility, there would be no obstruction of the railroad crossing  directly west of Hwy 78 on County Road Y. (Added to the minutes at the 8-9-2011 board meeting)
Wolf would like to see the rail corridor become a rec trail.  He likes the idea of the project but doesn’t like the site. He thinks the potential water problem could take a heavy toll on the neighbors. Regardless of these arguments, he would vote to approve.  
Other members of the audience spoke:
Jim Klippel asked where would the trucks would come from? 
Maggie Palmer reiterated that traffic is horrible on” Y” and the influx of trucks would make it worse.  
George Shalabi moved here for the quiet and the safety and he thinks adding commercial business to the town is a bad idea. Richard Van Koningsveld , Kevin Isenring and another person (no name sorry!)spoke in favor of nature and open space.    
The Board did not formally vote on this issue, but as it currently stands, 3 would vote to approve and 2 would vote to disapprove a rezone for a grain storage and transloading facility at this site.

Discussion/possible action on changing the deed of the old Town Hall which is located in the Village of Mazomanie, and was sold to the Village in 1979.  Motion to remove the deed restriction on the building if the Village takes the Hudson Road Bridge as is today by Behringer, second by Beuthin .The motion was approved  3-2  in favor (Moore and Wolf voted no)
Discussion/possible action on some revisions to the Personnel manual to accommodate a part-time employee and update on the hiring process – The board spent time reviewing changes which were made to clarify the rules for a part-timer. Richard suggested the changes.  Motion to approve changes to manual, by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.  Richard will update the manual in the computer and e-mail board members the final document.  The Board  (with the exception of Stan Beuthin) will meet in closed session at 7pm on the 26th to interview two the two finalists for the patrolman position.  The two candidates are Keith Henn and Todd Beuthin.
Discussion possible action on selling 3 ½ elevators to Lester Prchal.  Motion to sell the elevators for $375 by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
Disbursements-Motion to approve disbursements totaling $21461.01 by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input-  Carrie Richard says that she thinks she can find a way to waive payment for her work.  Put it on the agenda. Moore would STILL LIKE TO KNOW when Van Cleve is going to order signs for the dump. (Mission accomplished July 19th) Since Aaron Otto missed the last two meetings of the Land Plan Commission Wolf will find a replacement for him. The board will meet at 7 pm on the 26th to interview candidates for the patrolman position
