 Minutes 

August 9, 2011
1. Call to order/Proof of Posting: Call to order/Proof of Posting Meeting called to order at 7.03 pm. Present from the Present were the Chairman, Fred Wolf, Supervisors; Dan Behringer, Stan Beuthin (arrived at 7:10), Carrie Richard and Melody Moore. Treasurer, Jan Hake was also present.

The meeting was published August 4, and posted August 5, 2011 with the addition of “Discussion/possible action on culvert permit for Shawn Connors (buyer) for property currently owned by Carl Goodwiler at the end of Cooke Road,” “Discussion on changes to the personnel manual as requested by Carrie Richard,” “Signs for the transfer site.  To buy or not to buy that is the question?”, “Discussion/possible action on resolution in support of the conservation agreement by Fred Wolf” and “Discussion/possible action on operator’s licenses for Ashley Mabin and Heather Sipek
2. Approval of July 12 and July 26 meeting minutes. Motion to approve minutes from both dates by Behringer, second by Moore with the addition of:  “Al Jentz understood the concerns about train cars sitting on the “Y” crossing or on either side of the crossing.  He agreed that in the event of approval of the grain storage facility, there would be no obstruction of the railroad crossing directly west of Hwy 78 on County Road Y.” 
3. Approval of June and July 2011 financial reports

Motion to approve the June 2011 financial report by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0. 
Motion to approve the July 2011 financial report by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
4. Public Input-None
5. Discussion/possible action on changing the deed of the old Town Hall which is located in the Village of Mazomanie, and was sold to the Village in 1979. Sue Dietzen, clerk of the Village of Mazomanie requested that the Board remove the addendum to the document deeding the old Town Hall to the Village of Mazomanie. Bob Dodsworth, represented the Mazomanie Historical Society which was given use of the space.  It was agreed that Wolf, Dodsworth and Dietzen would draw up some new language for the deed and present it at a later date.  Motion to table a decision by Buethin, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
6. Discussion/possible action on approval of site plan for new home for Stan Anderson at 5737 Hodgson Road including removal of current house. Motion to table this discussion until September due to an insufficient site plan Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
7. Discussion/possible action on culvert permit for Shawn Connors (buyer) for property currently owned by Carl Goodwiler at the end of Cooke Road. Fred has already approved this culvert.  Motion by Beuthin, second by Moore to approve the culvert permit.  Approved 5-0.
8. Report/Update on Northwest Dane, Angela Velasquez the Executive Director and Diego Camacho from the Board of Directors presented information on the current status of Northwest Dane
9. Motion to adopt wards for the next decade (required after every census) by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.

10. Discussion/possible action on Richard not accepting payment for her job as supervisor. No action taken
11. Motion to approve several rezones for Janice Faga at 9929 Carter Road to adjust lot lines and for zoning compliance (petition 10328) by Behringer, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0 

12. Discussion on changes to the personnel manual as requested by Carrie Richard.  Richard brought up a few points for the board to consider in light of various changes to state law.  1) If we continue to participate in the State Health and Retirement plans there’s been a  change from 600 to 1200 hours to be eligible to participate.  Van Cleve is grandfathered (mothered?) in.  Comp time: the state limit is 240 hours of “banked” comp time.  Motion to table until Carrie comes up with some wording for these amendments by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0.
13.  Discussion/possible action on appointment of Sue Beil to the Land Plan Commission
 Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
14. Discussion/possible action on concealed carry at the Town Hall 

Motion to post a sign that NO weapons are allowed in the building by Wolf, second by Moore.
Approve 3-2 (Behringer and Richard voted against).

15. Signs for the transfer site.  To buy or not to buy that is the question? The signs were more expensive than originally thought.  Motion by Beuthin, second by Behringer to get an additional bit on 3 signs –ones  that says “Town of Mazomanie Site”, ”fee charged” and “stay to the left”.  Approved 5-0.
16. Motion to send resolution in support of the conservation agreement  by Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 4-0 (Wolf abstained).
17. Motion to approve operator’s licenses for Ashley Mabin and Heather Sipek. By Moore, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0.
18. Disbursements: Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0
