Minutes
September 13, 2011
1. Call to order/Proof of Posting:  The meeting was published Sept 8,  and posted Sept 10, 2011 Chairman Fred Wolf called the meeting to order at 7pm. Present from the board were Supervisors Carrie Richard, Melody Moore, Dan Behringer and Stan Beuthin, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake.
2. Approval of August 9 meeting minutes: Motion to approve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
3. Approval of August 2011 financial reports: Motion to approve the August financial report by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
4. Public Input: None
5. Discussion/possible action on approval of site plan for new home for Stan Anderson at 5737 Hodgson Road including removal of current house. Motion to approve the new site plan with the stipulation that the old house will be torn down within a year from the start of construction (an extension may be offered if needed) and that Stan provide the town with an actual site plan when it becomes available by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
6. Discussion/possible action on approval of site plan for new shed and wheel chair ramp for Anna Horn at 10307 County Hwy Y.  Anna presented a plan for a walkway/shelter between the garage and the residence.  Motion to approve the site plan by Behringer, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.
7. Discussion/possible action on rezones for Bob Suter Lot 3 at Cedar Hills to create one residential lot. According to Dane County Zoning, Bob needs to have the same zoning on all three of his parcels which currently have three different zoning classifications.  The proposed rezone will accomplish this.  Motion to approve one residential lot, DCPREZ-2011-10345 for Bob Suter by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
8. Discussion/possible action on site plan approval for machine shed for Tim Andrews for his property at 9751 
Wilkinson Road. This is an “after-the-fact” situation.  The shed was built sometime ago and Andrews was recently found to have not gotten a permit from either the County or the Town.  Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
9. Discussion/possible action on abandoning a portion of Mint Road. Motion to Table until next month  by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
10. Discussion/possible action on changing health insurance carriers for the Town. Motion to table until next month unless we need to call a special meeting based on time limits and constraints by Beuthin, seconded by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
11. Discussion/possible action on making employee contribution to retirement pretax. Motion to approve resolution making retirement contributions pretax by Behringer, second by Richard. Approved 5-0.
12. Approval of resolution to transfer money between town checking accounts.  Motion to adopt a resolution enabling a single town officer to transfer money between town checking accounts but still requiring three signatures for any withdrawal by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0
13. Disbursements- Motion to approve by Beuthin, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
14. Set schedule for budget meeting October 18 and 25.  
15. Set date for retirement party for Frank Racek-  Motion to give $300 to Frank for Retirement gift and have a party at 5pm on the 30th  of September Moore, second by Beuthin.  The party will be potluck and Maria will try to get some donations to buy some beer.
16. Board Input—
Frank says he would like to get Vanguard to move the wire on the SkarBrae Road culvert because it is under the culvert and if we dig it up then we will have to pay for it.  Call Sue and find out who’s on the Vanguard Commission and make sure that they move the wire and also that in the future this doesn’t happen again.  Motion to send the letter to Vanguard reguarding the situation by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  
Carrie:  the personal manual was not updated because her computer died. 

Melody : wanted to get new phone number handout—Maria handed it out.
Storm water utility: discussion with the Village. Melody attended the meeting.  The Village hasn’t made a decision about whether they would go with this program. If they do, the cost to the Town will be in the $600-700 range 
Melody also attended the Meeting on the Park Grant at the Village.  Mostly they talked about where the start of the trailhead would be.  They also said there won’t be so many meanders above the dam.  
Riverway Board got a contact from Trader’s that says they want to put a canoe livery on the Brookheyser property.
