Board Meeting Minutes 

November 8, 2011
1. Call to order/Proof of Posting:  The meeting was published November 3 and posted November 4, 2011. Chairman Fred Wolf called the meeting to order at 7pm. Present from the board were Supervisors Carrie Richard, Melody Moore, Dan Behringer and Stan Beuthin and Treasurer, Jan Hake
2. Approval of October 11, 2011 and October 18, 2011 meeting minutes.
Motion to approve Oct 11 minutes by Moore, second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve Oct 18 minutes by Moore, second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0.
3. Approval of October 2011 financial reports.
Motion to approve by Richard, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
4. Discussion/possible action on construction of a new deck for Gary Bradley at 10159 Cty Hwy Y.  Bradley called the Town Clerk and told her he no longer wanted to proceed on this project.  It was too much hassle and there are so many mosquitoes down there that no one would ever use a deck anyway. Motion to table indefinitely by Beuthin, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
5. Discussion/possible action on abandoning a the Northern 113 feet of Mint Road.  The clerk talked with the Register of Deeds and Kurt Kodl at Dane County Zoning.  She was given a copy of an order to discontinue a road in the town of Middleton which she copied changing the information to fit the Mint Road situation.  No map is required.  A metes and bounds description is sufficient.  The Board needs to approve a resolution discontinuing the northern 113 feet of Mint Road, then the Chair and the clerk need to sign the document in front of a Notary and then then Order needs to be filed with the Register of Deeds at a cost of $30.00.  Resolved: That the Town of Mazomanie vacate the Northern 113 feet of Mint Road and File an Order stating so with the Dane County Register of Deeds- by   Moore,  second by Behringer . Approved 5-0.
6. Discussion/possible action on rezone for property owned by Carl Goodwiler at the southwest corner of the intersection of Racek Road and Hwy 78 from A-1 to A-Business for the purpose of building a grain transloading facility by United Cooperative. Al Jentz from United Cooperative presented the proposal for this facility:  The board should (as with the last time) get a “sense of the board” by letting everyone speak either for or against the proposal after hearing comment from the public.
Comments from the public:
Gary Zimmerman: Concerned about assessment, increased traffic and wonders if the land is buildable.  “Isn’t the parcel in question “bottomland?”

Al Jentz (representing United Cooperative):  The facility will handle 3 million bushels/year- 11.5 trucks/day and 35 trains a year. Hours of operation should be 7-4:30, a bit longer during harvest
Barry Behringer: Won’t this be a plus from a property tax standpoint?

Valerie Jennings:  Will assessments go down in this area?

Moore:  Asked Al Jentz if they would consider lower height on the grain bins if the public wanted it.

Brett Parks:  Concerns about increased traffic.

Sharon Russ: has concerns about Dunlap Creek and impact on the road from the Semi’s.  Fred says the road will be “Class 1” to the grain facility (only 200’).

Diane Cooke: to the board: “How many of you would want this in your backyard?

Gary Zimmerman:  “We’re not very happy with this board.”

Tammy Park: concerned about noise, traffic, lights.  Says this is NOT agricultural but industrial.

Al Jentz: United is taking trucks off the road with this plan.

Stan Beuthin:  United Coop is owned by farmers who have a stake in the company.

Grant Neshiem:  This is an INDUSTRIAL application.  Is United looking at other sites?

Al Jentz:  This is the most suitable site we’ve found.  The Mazo industrial park won’t work.  Still don’t know if the site is “buildable” for their application.
Jim Jennings:  Has concerns about the trout stream and isn’t the property a wetland?

James Vennie:  Has concerns about sludge(?) being dumped and not incorporated into soil.

Jim McSweeny:  Will this development (facility) benefit a majority of town residents?

Mrs. Vennie: What about plans for future expansion?

Al Jentz: None at this time.

Rick Wipperfurth:  Noted that property tax payments from United will help everyone in the town and that an application such as this preserves the rural character of the town.

Bret Parks:  Are their members of the board who would directly benefit from this facility?  Are their conflict of interest issues here?

Valerie Jennings:  What is the timeline?

Al Jentz: about a year to gather permits.

After the public spoke the board gave their opinion on whether or not they would support the proposal.

Wolf:  Yes, he would support it.

Beuthin: Yes, even if it’s not perfect he would support it.  He doesn’t think it will affect local property values.

Richard:  Yes.  Positive economic impact for the town, a better alternative than the “Y” site.

Moore:  Yes. Thinks the facility will have less impact than the gravel pit.  Feels that the state will review environmental issues and not let it proceed if problems cannot be mitigated. Feels that ag is declining in the state and we should support it.  Feels that this use protects “rural character”.
Behringer: Yes. Would have preferred the “Y” location.  Will agree to this site.
7. Discussion/possible action on awarding building inspection services to Tracy Johnson since Vierbacher is no longer providing this service.  
Motion to table this discussion until the 11/15 board meeting Beuthin, second by Richard.  Approved 5-0.

8. Approval of election inspectors for 2012-2013

Motion to approve by Moore, second by Richard.  Approved 4-0-1 (Behringer abstained)
9. Discussion/possible action on increasing the transfer site fee by $5 to $125/year

Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
10. Discussion/possible action on the Town’s commitment to the Dane County Interoperable radio system

The clerk received a fax today. Town of Mazo’s cost for 2012 is $1107, 2013 is $2205, 2014 is $4355, 2015 is $5818.
Discussion:  There has been no agreement on how this project will be funded.  There will be a Town’s meeting on this on November 9 in the Town of Westport.  Motion to table this discussion until the board meeting on 11/15 by Richard, second by Beuthin.  Approved 5-0
11. Discussion/possible action on 2012-2013 assessment contract with Equity Appraisal 

Motion to accept the contract by Beuthin, second by Richard. Approved 5-0.
12. Patrolman’s report: Board felt it is not necessary for Keith to come to every meeting.  He should come when asked and be placed early on the agenda.
13. Disbursements:  Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
14. Board Input- Richard:  Would like to propose that the town write a letter voicing opposition to the proposed county “wheel tax.”  Place this item on the 11/15 agenda.
“Fracking” – (mining of sand for coal extraction process) conference on Friday 12/2 at House on the Rock.  Fred and Melody plan on attending.

Wolf received information on Community Block Grants.

15. Confirm next meeting date: Budget approval: November 15- regular board: December 13, 2011
