September 12, 2011

1. Call to order/Proof of Posting.  No quorum, no approval of minutes.
2. Approval of July 11 and August 1 meeting minutes.
3. Discussion/possible action on approval of site plan for new home for Stan Anderson at 5737 Hodgson Road including removal of current house. Anderson did not attend the meeting.  No action taken
4. Discussion/possible action on approval of site plan for new shed and wheel chair ramp for Anna Horn at 10307 County Hwy Y. Horn did not attend. No action takem.
5. Discussion/possible action on rezones for Bob Suter Lot 3 at Cedar Hills to create one residential lot. Approve, but no quorum.  Suter attended the meeting.  Members of the Commission were upset with Dane County Zoning since there was a “Stop Work Order” placed on the property.  Van Cleve had called Zoning and their reasoning was that there Suter owned three parcels that were all zoned differently.  They wanted him to rezone so that all the parcels had the same zoning.  They felt he was not making the proper effort to accomplish this.  Suter said that he had filed a rezone application and the “Stop Work Order” had since been lifted.  The Land Plan agreed in theory to approve the rezone of the two “non-conforming” parcels to R-H but did not vote on this since there was no quorum. 
6. Discussion/possible action on site plan approval for machine shed for Tim Andrews for his property at 9751 Wilkinson Road. Andrews built the shed and was sited for building the shed without a permit.  Again, while the Commission agreed to the site plan in theory, no vote was taken.
7. Discussion/possible action on abandoning a portion of Mint Road. Mike and Rick Kinsche want to add on to their farm office (add a second story which would not normally require Commission approval.  However a survey was done of the property and it was determined that the building sits too close to the road right of way and as such the county will not allow the addition.  The Kinsche’s would like the Town to abandon part of Mint Road or move the road right of way so they can get their project approved.  Van Cleve will call Dane County Zoning and find out? 1) what is the procedure for this? 2) will doing this solve Kinsche’s problem and 3)How much might all this cost?
8.  Land plan:  What do we need to do to finish up and pass the revised document? Van Cleve will work on updating the parts of the plan that need updating (data that is no longer correct or out of date).  The Commission will review the document at its October meeting in preparation for a public hearing on November 7 and final Board approval on the 8th of November.
