3. Discussion/possible action on construction of a new deck for Gary Bradley at 10159 Cty Hwy Y.  Bradley called the Town Clerk and told her he no longer wanted to proceed on this project.  It was too much hassle and there are so many mosquitoes down there that no one would ever use a deck anyway.
4. Discussion/possible action on abandoning  the northern 113 feet of Mint Road.  MGC Corporation would like to proceed with the abandonment of the northern 113 feet.  Van Cleve has typed up an Order Discontinuing a Portion of Mint Road for filing with the Dane County Register of Deeds.  
Discussion/possible action on rezone for property owned by Carl Goodwiler at the southwest corner of the intersection of Racek Road and Hwy 78 from A-1 to A-Business for the purpose of building a grain transloading facility by United Cooperative. It is parcel number 034/0806-022-8080-4, is 15 acres and is currently zoned A1-ex.   United Cooperative has selected a different site (as described above) that they would now like to build their transloading facility on.  Al Jentz handed out a diagram of the facility –the tallest portion would be 168’- Question from a neighbor:  What’s it going to be like?   McSweeny says  the transloading facility should be in an industrial area.  Motion by Ric Wipperfurth  to give tentative approval to the site with a friendly amendment to  not allow any drying at the site,  second by Beil.  Approved 4-0 .
