Janice Faga, 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00.  Ron Adler chaired the meeting.  Format, reason for the meeting was discussed. Warren brought up an issue that how is growth proceeding at the fringes.  Buzz Holcom talked about land use and wants the town and village to plan together for the future.  Fred talked about transfer of development rights and hooking on to the municipal sewage.  This might be a problem because the sewer commission says that in order to hook on you have to be annexed to the village. The meaning of Transfer of Development Rights were discussed.  The meaning of the urban service area was discussed. 
The meaning of extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction was discussed.  County zoning is taken out of the picture in this situation.  Hwy 14 is another issue.  How will development of the highway proceed.  One question might be what do we want the town to look like in 20 years.  The village doesn’t have any real development plans except for the industrial park.  
There has been some discussion about the Lawler Property and how it might hem in the village and inhibit growth.  

Moore suggested that the Village do a study and consider what the Village residents might want the village to look like.  Ron says he wants development to be what the people want it to be.  
How might planning proceed?  The village has to do its smart growth plan.  And then the town might be able to respond to the plan.  The plan commission should looke at the urban service area of the village of Mazomanie.
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
