MINUTES

September 19, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:03 pm.  Notice of the meeting was posted Sept 15 and published Sept 14 in the News Sickle Arrow.

Motion to approve the August 8, 2006 meeting minutes by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the August, 2006 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input- None
Several residents (five households were represented) from East Hudson Road attended the meeting to voice their concern over speeding on the road. Lack of enforcement of the current speed limit, 45mph, was cited as the main reason for the problem on the road.  Residents noted their observations that shift change at Sunny Industries and motorcyclists are two of the big problems.  They wondered how Hudson Road might develop a “reputation” for being a place where speeders are caught.  At the request of the Hudson Road residents Wolf offered a resolution which is to be forwarded to the Sheriff’s Office: Resolved: The Town of Mazomanie urges the sheriff’s department to step up enforcement of speed laws on East Hudson Road especially at shift changes at Sunny Industries and to use any tools necessary including speed boards and orange flags to curb speeding on Hudson Road.  The resolution was seconded by Behringer and approved 4-0.
Motion to approve a site plan for a shed and carport at 10224 Mathewson Road owned by Ronald Watts was forwarded by Moore and seconded by Wolf. Watts went to Dane County Zoning and cited an exception in the zoning ordinances that would allow him to place his new buildings within 4 feet of his property line.  His site plan called for setbacks of 16 feet at the rear yard and 18 ft. at the side yard.  The motion was approved 4-0.
The Board reviewed proposal for building inspection services from Municipal Inspection services and Vierbacher for 2007.  Currently Vierbacher has the contract for the town.  No one present had heard any complaints about their service.  Wolf moved that the Town reaffirm its contract with Vierbacher in 2007.  The motion was seconded by Behringer and approved 4-0.
Actions regarding the Boat landing included: 
Motion to proceed with the process required by the DNR to institute a slow-no wake zone and locate a buoy in the river by the landing, by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to set annual dates to put the dock in the water no later than April 15 and take the dock out of the water no earlier than October 15 by Behringer, seconded by Wolf. Approved 4-0. 
Motion to contract with Sealmax to seal the deck for a cost of $500 after it’s been removed from the water and also relay to Sealmax information from the DNR on the application of the product by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 3-0 -1 (Wolf abstained.) 
The Board intends to receive final drafts the Employee Manual at the October meeting and approve the manual at the November meeting.
Motion to DISAPROVE Dane County Ordinance Amendment #10 regarding regulating nonconforming lots in the shoreland  zone by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 3-1(Moore opposed).
Motion to DISAPROVE Dane County Ordinance Amendment #9 regarding providing for bio-diesel manufacturing in the agricultural business zoning district by Moore, second by Behringer.   Behringer noted that there should be some limitation on the size and scope of operations in the A1 District and Moore felt that there was not enough information about the biodiesel manufacturing process entails. Approved  3-1 (Wolf opposed). 
Motion to eliminate the third phone line (in patrolman’s office) at the town hall 
by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.
Zoning petition 9575 rezoning 3.18 acres located adjacent to Premier Cooperative property on Hwy 14 from A1 to C2 was previously approved by the Board and was on the agenda mistakenly.   

Motion to approve September disbursements including permission to reimburse Jerry Booth for $50 for the cost of gas for cutting the lawn at the boatlanding by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0. 
Opening of bids for sale of trailer at Transfer Site and approval of sale.  Ron Patterson bid $50 and Ron Adler bid $250. Adler gets the trailer.
The clerk was instructed to write a letter to Dane County Zoning reminding them that no zoning permits are to be issued by them unless they have approval from the Town of Mazomanie Land Plan Commission and Board.
