Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
MINUTES

October 10, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:08 pm.  Notice of the meeting was posted October 4, reposted October 5 with the addition of discussion/possible action on purchase of District One EMS Building, and published October 5.
Motion to approve the September 19, 2006 meeting minutes with the deletion of the word “notice” at the top of the page by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the September, 2006 financial report by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input- Resident Don Wallace thanked the board for placing flags and speed limit reductions on East and West Hudson Road.  
Discussion/possible action on DNR dumping wastewater from CWD testing facility in Black Earth on DNR land in the Town of Mazomanie.  Bob Liska from the DNR attended the meeting at the request of the board. He explained the process for cleaning the lab where deer are tested for CWD and disposing of the waste water.  According to Liska, the DNR treats the prion laden water with a 50% bleach solution and then a caustic solution that raises the PH to 12 for two hours.  The DNR intends to spread approximately 2000 gallons of waste water on 1/7 of an acre 2 to 3 times a year.  The land where the water is to be dumped is in the SW corner of section 28 in the Town of Mazomanie

Behringer questioned what this water does to the land when it is dumped.  Liska replied that there was some burning of plants but that the areas recovered. Behringer also asked if they could truck the water to a water treatment plant.  Liska stated that the DNR wishes to have control over the disposition of the wastewater so they can monitor and contain any problems.   
Moore specifically hoped that the land that has been picked for the dump site was poor in terms of the quality of the plant material on the site.  Liska said that most probably the site had been picked because of the lack of a problem with groundwater contamination but said that he would have the potential dump site evaluated for botanical species. Board members were satisfied that at least the problem of active, possibly infectious prions, has been alleviated.  
Ron Adler, the Town representative to EMS District One, introduced the topic of the need for a new, stand-alone building for EMS District One. He outlined the history of the EMS board decision to seek approval from the six participating municipalities for a new EMS building on Lot 9 of the Wick Addition for a cost not to exceed $490,000   
Village of Mazomanie president, Jeff Wirth spoke in opposition to a new building at this time.  He urged slowing the process and obtaining more public input on the cost, placement and future of the EMS service.

District One EMS has 54 volunteer members, 50 of whom reside in one of the six member municipalities.  At least 10 EMS members were present at the meeting.  All spoke in favor of a new EMS building.  They cited poorly maintained facilities (the Village of Mazomanie Municipal Building) cramped sleeping quarters that must be shared with others who aren’t sleeping, lack of security for medical records, lack of privacy for all EMS members as well as others who share the building (police and fire departments) lack of pride in the facility, and lack of space to train the EMS technicians. They also raised concerns about increased costs if construction is postponed and noted that the proposed plan would service future needs for at least 15-20 years. It was also noted that the EMS membership plans to do fundraisers for furniture/appliances for the new building and that no new equipment is needed at this time.
Tom Schlick, president of the EMS Board, presented information on the process of construction of the new building including estimated construction costs, budget requests from each of the municipalities and space needs for EMS operations.   A schematic (possible) for the design of the facility (5616 square feet) was also presented. 

Motion by Moore to authorize Dane County District One EMS to spend up to $490,000 to build an EMS facility on Lot 9 of the Wick Addition, Mazomanie.  Second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

The final draft of Employee Manual was handed out.  It will be reviewed and approved at the November 14 meeting.
Discussion/possible action on town contribution to employee health care premiums. Motion by Moore, second by Behringer to pay for 105% of lowest premium offered by the State of Wisconsin Employee benefit Plan.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on patrolman’s wage.  Frank Racek noted that his last raise was in 2003 when his wage went from $15.00/hrto 17.75/hour.  Dan Behringer moved to approve a 3% pay raise for Racek effective Jan 1, 2007. Second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Approval of Disbursements 
Motion to approve the October disbursements totaling $110,381.92 by Moore, second by Zanto. Approved 4-0
Confirm next board meeting date- 14 November, 2006 7pm.  
Confirm Public hearing for slow no wake date, December 5, 2006-7pm
Confirm Town meeting to adopt the annual budget, November 21, 7pm

The meeting was adjourned at 10:45pm.
