MINUTES

November 14, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:04 pm.  The meeting was published in the November 9th issue of the News Sickle Arrow.  
Motion to approve the October 10, 2006 meeting by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve the October, 2006 financial report by Wolf, second by  Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Public Input- None
Motion to approve rezone petition #9637, splitting parcel located at 6534 Shower Road (owned by Evan and Linda McAteer) into three parcels zoned RH2 and A2(8) and A2(8) with deed restriction against development on the A2 parcels by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve rezone petition # 9624, rezoning parcel 034/0808-134-8350-2  located at 9504 Spring Valley Road (owner Rupert Kerl) from A1-EX to A2(2) with the restriction that the parcel must be conveyed with Lot 2 on CSM 11945 by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.    

Motion to approve approve rezone petition # 9625 for parcel # 0906-223-9320-6 located at 10260 County Hwy Y, owned by Rob and Carrie Richard,  from RH1 and A1 to A2 (2) so that the parcel will have only one zoning classification throughout by Wolf second by Moore Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve site plan for a new home at property located at 10260 County Hwy Y owned by Rob and Carrie Richard, with the stipulation that the Richards send a new map to the clerk noting the new position of the well, by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve action on resolution calling for the dissolution of Dane County Zoning if it cannot become more effective at meeting the needs of the citizens of Dane County, by Wolf, second by Moore.  
Approved 4-0.  Comments on this issue included 1) Customers needing the services of Dane County Zoning consistently feel that they get a different answer depending on who at Zoning is asked the question.  2)  The ordinance that requires a shed to be constructed so that it is only 50% of the size of the primary residence (on any RH parcel) is the biggest problem that town residents have faced.  Residents as well as Board and Commission members feel this is both unfair and stupid, in that even people who have a small house and a reasonable amount of land should be able to build a reasonably sized shed to accommodate their stuff. The shed protects both their stuff and the landscape.  3) Customers at Zoning complain not only of lack of knowledge on the part of zoning administrators, but also that they lack a helpful and friendly attitude.  
Motion to approve placement of no parking signs on streets in Rio Valley Estates by Moore, second by Wolf.  Buck Young (owner of Rio Valley) urged approval of this measure, both to protect children playing and to make the job of plowing snow easier.  Young noted that all homes have parking space for two cars and that 8 other remote parking sites have been built to accommodate guests.  Approved 4-0.  
Adler proposed appointing Rita Henn and Karen Beuthin to serve as on a committee to review Board salaries.  Motion to approve Beuthin and Henn as members of the review committee, by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Approval of election workers 2006-08. Motion to approve the list of proposed election workers supplied by the clerk with the exception of Samantha Peterson (who does not live in the town and is thusly not eligible) by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve Operator’s licenses for Douglas J. Wendt, Stephanie L Maier, Toby Kanter, Tyffany Atwell with the stipulation that they pay the full $10 fee by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Motion to raise the fee for disposal at the transfer site from $100 to $120 beginning in 2007 by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approve 4-0. It was noted that the transfer site is still an excellent value as local garbage pickup costs between $350-600/year.
Discussion/possible action on boatlanding and ADA non-compliance issues.  The issues that were originally noted by the ADA and their current status are:

1. The picnic table was not set at the correct height at both ends.  The ADA has retracted their insistence that this be the case noting that if it height compliant at one end that is sufficient.

2. Slope of the cement walkway is 9.3%, the maximum allowed is 8.33%.
3. Joint of between the floating dock and the wooden deck is way off. This is being reengineered by VW Dock.
4. Space gap between the cement and the surface of the gangway. Greg Huza questions why this is a problem when it has been used at many other boat landings.  
5. No Handicapped Parking signs.  Frank will purchase and put these up in the near future.
It was also noted that while the DNR has been withholding nearly $80,000 from the town due to the ADA issues that, as of 10-15-06, they will release 95% of the town’s reimbursement allotment.
Discussion/possible action on employee manual.  Revisions to the manual were discussed for almost an hour but no action was taken on this issue.  The manual will be placed on the agenda again in December.
Motion to approve November disbursements by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Board Input- Plans for a Holiday party were set.  It is scheduled for January 17 at 6pm at Heinies in Black Earth.
Wolf reported that the new fire truck could be ready by Jan 1.  On the whole the town prefers the original purchase schedule (April 1). 
Verna noted that the Library Board would like to put an extra flyer promoting library use in the tax mailing to town residents in early December.
The meeting was adjourned at 10:05pm.
