December 12, 2006

Others in attendance: Evan McAteer, Rob and Carrie Richard, Mark Danforth, 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:04 pm.  The meeting was published in the November 9th issue of the News Sickle Arrow.  
Motion to approve the November 14, 2006 minutes with this addition “Motion to approve rezone petition # 9625 for parcel # 0906-223-9320-6 located at 10260 County Hwy Y, owned by Rob and Carrie Richard,  from RH1 and A1 to A2 (2) so that the parcel will have only one zoning classification throughout by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.” by Behringer, second by Moore.   Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the November, 2006 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Public Input- None
Discussion on site plan for a deck and stairwell from second floor and discussion on rezoning and split of property located at 10317 County Hwy Y for Mark Danforth. Danforth was instructed to return to the board in January with a site plan that includes all current construction intentions and to consult a surveyor to determine how his property might be split and whether or not he will be able to come up with two parcels that are comprised of 2 acres each (exclusive of the road right-of-way). 

Motion to approve site plan for 8’ X 12’ (approximate) addition at property located at 5685 Hodgson Road owned by Steve Olson by Behringer second by Wolf. Approved. 5-0.
Motion to approve revised site plan for a new house on parcel # 0906-223-9320-6, located at 10260 County Hwy Y, owned by Rob and Carrie Richard, by Moore, second by Behringer, Approved 5-0.
Motion to donate $2/resident to Northwest Dane Senior Services as part of a municipal funding agreement, by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0.
Rehabilitation of the Memorial at the Town boatlanding was on the agenda at the request of the family but no one appeared to speak on this issue.  Motion to table the item until the Foulks come to the board meeting by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.
The Board discussed membership in Dane County Towns Association.  Last year dues were $632.  In 2007 they are $1003.  Two issues were addressed in regards to the dues. 1)  No reason for the increase was given and 2) and it was noted that there was is a cap on dues.  This cap essentially means that larger municipalities pay less as a percentage of equalized value than small municipalities.  The Town of Mazomanie ranks as one of Dane Counties smaller municipalities. Motion to not renew membership in the Dane County Towns Association and to send a letter outlining the two reasons the town chose not to renew.   by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 3-2.  (Wolf and Adler voted against.)
Discussion/possible action on further required recycling at the transfer site with—extra charges applying to specific items.  The Board discussed the possibility of coming up with a list of things that can be recycled somewhere in Dane County and prohibiting those items from being recycled.  The town would collect these items (computers for example) and then recycle them for town residents at various collection sites.  The clerk was instructed to come up with a list of items and recyclers and to determine if the town should require surcharges for any items.  
Motion to prohibit parking on Carpenter Road (as requested by the owner of Rio Valley Estates) by Wolf, second by Moore, approved 5-0. 
Motion to table discussion/possible action on the employee manual motion by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0
Discussion/possible action on financial planning contract between the Town and Ehlers Financial Group.  Dawn reviewed the presentation that Ehler gave.  The cost of the plan is $5-6000 plus $1000 for meetings. Supervisors were generally agreeable to the concept of planning, but felt that Ehler was too specifically financial in scope.  The town needs to consider planning overall—finance is not really the biggest concern at this point.  Zanto agreed to research other planning consultants in the hopes of finding one that might be a better fit to the town. 
Discussion/possible action on letter to Scott Construction regarding Mathewson Road Construction.  The board discussed the history of invoicing and over billing from Scott Construction on the 2006 Mathewson Road Project.  A letter was composed specifically instructing Scott that future invoices would have to include documentation as to bids and expenses incurred. Motion to send revised letter by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 5-0. Town resident Neil Schlough attended the meeting and complained about the quality of the recent rehabilitation of Mathewson Road.
Discussion/possible action on recommendations of the salary committee.  None taken since it was believed that the board had already approved the recommendations at the budget approval meeting that was held on November 21, 2006
Motion approving ordinance assuming responsibility of treasurer in the collection of the 2006 taxes by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve December disbursements by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
