Minutes

November 6, 2006

Chairman Ric Henn called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.  The meeting was duly posted.  

Present from the Commission were Ric Henn (chairman), Rick Wipperfurth, Evan McAteer, Jim McSweeny, Stan Beuthin and Maria Van Cleve (clerk) 

Others present: John Halverson, Rob and Carrie Richard

Motion to approve September 11, 2006 meeting minutes by McAteer, second by Wipperfurth. Approved 4-0.
Motion by Wipperfurth to approve rezone #9637 on a parcel located at 6534 Shower Road (owned by Evan and Linda McAteer) into three parcels zoned RH2 (this parcel will have the current house on it  along with just over 5 acres) and A2(14) and A2(9).  Both of the A2 parcels will be deed restricted against further development.  Second by Beuthin. Approved 4-0 McAteer recused himself.
Motion by Beuthin to approve rezone petition #9624 on parcel # 034/0808-134-8350-2  located at 9504 Spring Valley Road (owner Rupert Kerl) from A1-EX to A2(2) with a deed restriction that the area that is rezoned must be conveyed with lands shown on lot 2 of Certified Survey Map #11945. Second by Mc Sweeny. Approved 5-0.
Motion by Beuthin to approve rezone petition # 9625 for parcel # 0906-223-9320-6 located at 10260 County Hwy Y, owned by Rob and Carrie Richard,  from RH1 and A1 to A2 (2) so that the parcel will have only one zoning classification throughout.  Second by Wipperfurth.  Approved 5-0.  
Motion by McSweeny to approve the site plan for a new house on parcel # 0906-223-9320-6, located at 10260 County Hwy Y, owned by Rob and Carrie Richard. Henn noted that the well should be 50 feet from the septic system and the Richard’s need to be careful on their measurements on their structures because they are very close to the minimums.  Second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0
Motion to approve the resolution set forth by the Town of Cottage Grove regarding Dane County Zoning by Wipperfurth, second by Beuthin. There was considerable discussion by commission members regarding the perceived failures of Dane County Zoning noting in particular the lack of competent staff evidenced by different people answering the same question differently and the complete chaos of the Ordinances. The motion was approved 5-0.
Members of the Commission preferred Green Acres or Heines for a Christmas Party.  They suggested a weeknight but were completely willing to leave all details up to the Board. 
The next meeting date for the Commission will be December 4, 2006.  McAteer will attend the Board meeting on November 14, 2006
