The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:01 pm.  It was duly published and posted.

Motion to approve the March 13, 2007 minutes by Moore, second by Behringer.   Approved. 4-0.
Motion to approve the March, 2007 financial report by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Expenses in 2006 were $1,728, 209.21. Income was $1,434,163.51.    Motion to Approve the 2006 Annual Financial Report by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Public Input--None
Motion to approve site plan for remodel of house and new garage for Dawn and Scott Evert for property located at 9515 State Hwy 19 by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve site plan for new home for Eric Schultz on Amenda Road, (just west of the intersection of Amenda and Beckman) parcel # 0806-064-9171-2 by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved  4-0.

Motion to approve site plan site plan for bed/bath addition Phil Schadler for property located at 6104 Hwy 78 by Wolf, second by Behringer as long as Phil brings in an updated copy of the site plan  Approved  .

Motion to approve site plan for a 1600 sq ft garage (unattached) for Tim Schlick at 5646 Wolf Road by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
There was no action taken on a CSM, splitting parcel 034-0906-282-8300-1 (address 10436 Old Y) into two building sites.  The parcel is owned by Andy Olsen.  Andy did not come to the Land Plan or to this meeting.
Motion to approve site plan for a new home for Rick Kinschi on his property off Mint Road by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
There was no action taken on 1)two building sites on the Carter Road property owned by Carter/Hudson LLC and 2) rezoning a 40 acre parcel on the Carter Road property from A1 to RH4. This item will be placed on the May 8 Board agenda. 
Kevin Isenring at 6490 State Highway 78 to discuss zoning violations and possible rezone. Kevin Johnson representing Kevin Isenring asked about what kind of zoning Kevin could do on his property.  Now Isenring is suggesting limited commercial or recreational zoning.  There was much discussion on this issue.  Motion to recommend that Isenring approach Dane County Zoning regarding the possibility of changing his zoning from RH 3 to RE1 (Recreational 1 Zoning)  by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0. 
No action was taken on a site plan for a garage for Jodie Fedkenheuer, 10256 Schoenemann Road.  Fedkenheuer did not attend the Land Plan Commission and was rescheduled for May.
Motion to approve the Personnel Manual by Behringer, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.
Motion to donate $850 to Mazomanie Youth Baseball and Softball by Behringer, second by Moore, Approved 4-0.   Write check to Village of Mazomanie.
Motion to approve Operator’s License for Joni Jeglum by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to waive public hearing regarding sewer lateral charge from the Village of Mazomanie by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved  4-0.  The clerk will send a letter regarding this waiver to the Village Clerk.
The board chose not to go into CLOSED SESSION to discuss building of the EMS facility on Lot 9 of the Wick Addition.  Construction bids are open at 10:15 am on May 1.  No board members will be at the opening of the bids.  On May 10 the EMS board will meet to choose a construction company.    

There was a reluctant motion to make payment to District One EMS of the town share of the proposed new facility —due date May 1-- by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0. 
Motion to let bids for road work in the town in 2007 for seal coating of Mathewson, Mahocker from 14 to the town line, all of Howard Trail and West Hudson to the town line by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.   Bids will be open May 8, 2007.
Motion to approve resolution authorizing new signers, Chairman Ron Adler, Clerk Maria Van Cleve and Treasurer Jan Hake on the Town of Mazomanie checking account, by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.  
No action was taken on consent calendar for simple issues from the Land Plan Commission.    
The date for open book is April 30 from 4-6 pm and board of review board of review is May 29 from 6-8 pm.
Request by the clerk to spend up to $300 on Quickbooks (payroll) training.  Motion to approve payment of up to $300 on quickbooks training by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve disbursements including Quickboooks Training, the EMS payment and $850 for Youth Baseball by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.

There was some discussion on a Dane County ordinance amendment which will require every municipality to have their own emergency plan. The county is opting out of joint planning.
