The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:05 pm. Notice was posted September 7 and published September 6.
Motion to approve the August 14, 2007 minutes by Wolf, second by Moore.   Approved 4 -0.

Motion to approve the August, 2007 financial report, by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input-Town resident and owner of a business that operates on the Wisconsin River, Kevin Isenring, took issue with the fees that business owners are charged to use the boat landing. 
Motion to approve amended site plan for James Fletcher, 10906 Amenda Road to add a garage to the house that is currently under construction, by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0-1 (Zanto abstained).  
Quam Engineering presented a plan for an 1800 ft driveway at 9933 Carter Road that begins at a shared driveway and climbs at a maximum 11% grade up to a proposed house which will be sited on a knoll to the far east of the property.  Wolf reminded Quam that there will need to be a shared driveway agreement in place before the home site plan is approved.  Moore suggested that perhaps the future owner of parcel 3 could share this driveway for most of its length.    Motion to approve site plan for driveway for property at 9933 Carter Road by Zanto, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.  Construction of the driveway will begin immediately and Adler will issue a culvert permit when the site plan for the house is reviewed.   
Motion to approve site plan for covered porch for existing residence for Scott Berger and Peggy Francis at 10795 Howard Trail by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve amended site plan for remodel by Sherry and Phil Schadler, 6104 State Hwy 78 by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve rezone petition #9791 for Janice Olson rezoning her property at 9915 Wilkenson Road (parcel #034/0806-023-8011-6) from A1ex to RH 1, by Moore, second by Wolf approved 4-0.   The petition seemed to have a typo on it in that it states that the rezone is to RE-1. The clerk will call Dane County Zoning to make sure the petition is corrected. 
Carl Goodwiler, owner of Cedar Hills Campground off Dunlop Hollow Road and Hwy 78, attended the meeting along with a potential buyer of the campground, Dennis Sohol.  The current Conditional Use Permit for the campground lists 40 sites on 233 acres.  A new CUP will have to be issued if the property size is decreased to approximately 80 acres and the number of campsites is increased to 104.  Sohol and Goodwiler were instructed to apply for a CUP at Dane County Zoning and have a list of things that they want included as conditions prepared for the October board meeting. A motion to approve the intent of the new owner to reapply for a conditional use permit that essentially maintains the status quo at the campground, was made by Wolf and seconded by Moore. Approved  4-0.  
The issue of a petition by Janice Faga (Carter Hudson LLC) to add acreage to current lots 2 and 3 on Carter Road will be placed on the October agenda as Faga did not attend the meeting.
Motion to deny Dane County Ordinance Amendment #16 regarding adopting the County Comprehensive Plan by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to deny Ordinance #17 regarding increasing the scope of review of the County’s sub-division ordinance Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve resolution urging the county to respect town comprehensive plans by Zanto, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve proposed regional transit authority by Moore, second by Zanto. Approved 2-1-1 (Adler opposed, Wolf abstained.)

Motion to Approval of disbursements with 6 paychecks by Moore, second by Zanto. Approved 4-0.

Some one wants to buy the Conveyor belt that was used to sort recycleables.  Van Cleve will post for sale signs. Van Cleve will also call the high school and see if there might be any kids who are interested in helping out with the town web site.

Moore reported that she has been appointed to a committee that has been charged with reviewing and amending the Dane County Code of Ordinances.
