The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:04 pm.  It was duly published (Jan 4th and and posted Jan 4th) .
Motion to approve the December 12, 2006 minutes by Wolf, second by Behringer.   Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the December, 2006 financial report by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0.
Public Input- Andy Olsen would like to be considered to serve on the Land Plan Commission.
Discussion/possible action on site plan for new home for Gregory Held (parcel #08061328500) on County Road F – land formerly owned by Roy Maier.—There is no address on this parcel as yet.     Greg will be building a new home and intends to keep horses on the property.  There is not much slope to the driveway--it only rises 4 feet over the 700 foot distance.  The site plan for the driveway shows one culvert but Greg intends to put two culverts in to try to alleviate any possible drainage problems to the north.  Motion to approve site plan for a new home for Gregory Held (parcel #08061328500) on County Road F, by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve 28’ X 21’ addition to the rear of home owned by Trent and Kathy Barsness at 10932 Hudson Road by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.  Work on the house will include a new drain field and septic system.

Motion to approve new grain bin (approx 105 ft diameter-600 thousand bushel)) and conveyor for Premier Cooperative, 10216 Hwy 14, by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0. John Marx, the facility manager noted that this bin will be about 7 feet taller than the previous one (built summer 2006).
Discussion/possible action on site plan for a deck and stairwell from second floor as well as additions/possible outbuildings and rezoning and split of property located at 10317 County Hwy Y for Mark Danforth. Danforth did now attend the meeting—this issue will be placed on the February agenda.
Motion to approve Mobile Home Park License for Rio Valley Estates by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on the employee manual.  No action was taken on the manual but the clerk agreed to make a clean, final copy of the work to this point, send it to board members and place approval of the document on the February board meeting agenda.
Motion to approve January disbursements by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
