MINUTES

March 13, 2007

Present from the board:  Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors: Dan Behringer, Melody Moore (late), Dawn Zanto, Fred Wolf, Treasurer Verna Wallace

Others in attendance:  Don Wallace, Kendall Kahl, Kevin Isenring, Greg Onsager of Princeton Custom Homes for Steve Olson addition, Jerry Olson, Carl Goodwiler.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:01 p.m.  It was duly published March 2 and posted March 7.

Motion to approve the February 13, 2007 minutes by Behringer, second by Zanto, approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the February 2007 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer, approved 4-0.

Motion to approve rezone petition #9681 to rezone four parcels owned by Carl Goodwiler at 9798 Dunlap Hollow Road from A1 to one RH3 and three RH2 parcels by Behringer, second by Wolf, approved 4-0.

PUBLIC INPUT: Kevin Isenring apologized to the Land Plan Committee for missing their meeting; He thought the meeting was on Tuesday.  Requested to be put on the April agenda for Land Plan and Town Board.

Motion by Wolf, second by Moore to amend the Board agenda to include Item 5 from the land Plan agenda “Approval of site plan for addition (third stall in garage and master bath) on existing house for Steve Olson at 5685 Hodgson Road.  Approved 5-0.  This item was duly posted on Land Plan agenda and served as public notice, and there was no objection or public opinion at the Land Plan meeting.  Due to a clerical error, this item was omitted from the Town Board agenda.  Motion by Moore, second by Wolf, to approve site plan for addition (third stall in garage and master bath) on existing house for Steve Olson at 5685 Hodgson Road.  Approved 5-0.

Motion by Wolf to select Eileen VanAcker for the Citizen of the Year award, second by Behringer, approved 5-0.

Motion by Moore to approve the application for Operator’s License for Casey Jo Gullickson with the stipulation that the board needs to see the certificate of completion of Beverage Server Training Course, second by Zanto, approved 5-0.

Motion by Behringer, second by Moore, to approve disbursements with the addition of Board payroll amounts and $68,032.74 to Black Earth Joint Fire District for the new fire truck.  Approved 5-0.
Adler informed the board that District One EMS has offered to purchase Lot 9 of the Wick Addition that was offered by the Wick family for a new EMS facility for $100,000, and that the offer has been accepted.  The parcel is now known as Lot 1 after the re-surveying of the property.

Motion by Moore, second by Behringer, to move to Closed Session pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes 19.85(1)(e) deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session regarding discussion on building of EMS facility on Lot 9 of the Wick Addition.

Moore – Yes, Zanto – Yes, Behringer – Yes, Wolf – Yes, Adler – Yes.  In absence of Clerk, Treasurer to remain for any note-taking.

Board entered into Closed Session at 8:00 p.m.

Board returned to open session at 9:09 p.m.

CLOSED SESSION to be included on the April agenda in the event it is still necessary at that time.  Also on the April agenda should be discussion/possible action on paying the Town’s share of the EMS facility by the May 1 deadline.  This item would follow the Closed Session.

BOARD INPUT: Wolf attended meeting with Village of Mazomanie Plan Commission and Janice Faga and updated the Board on that item.  Swim Team wants to use the Town Hall for a conference meeting on Sunday, March 18.  No problem with the board on this.  Wallace questioned the flow of water since the reconfiguration of the Mahocker/Hudson Road intersection, as there seems to be lots of standing water there that never used to be a problem.  Adler recommended that the board go along with Racek’s advisement for road work instead of a planned road tour, since the only thing planned at this time is the sealing of Mathewson Road.

Next board meeting is April 10.  Personnel meeting will be March 21, attendance at WTA District Meeting on March 30.  Zanto and Behringer unable to attend the District Meeting.

Motion by Moore to adjourn, second by Wolf, approved 5-0.
