Town of Mazomanie Board ---- Minutes

May 8, 2007

Present from the board: Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors: Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Fred Wolf, Dawn Zanto, Clerk Maria Van Cleve, Treasurer Jan Hake

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:00 pm. Notice was published May 5 and posted May 3.
Motion to approve the April 10, 2007 minutes, by Moore, second by Behringer.   Approved 5-0.

Motion to approve the April, 2007 financial report, by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to amend the agenda and move discussion of road bids to after the sheriff’s report, by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Public Input— Resident Jim McSweeny requested that the town consider treating the invasive species garlic mustard in the road right of way.  Chairman Adler noted that generally the town doesn’t spray weeds (which would be the only way to eradicate the mustard) but noted that he would consider it. 
Report from Deputy Skrepenski- The deputy did not attend the meeting.
Fahrner Asphalt and Scott Construction delivered sealed bids for road construction in 2007. The bids were for chip sealing the following roads: The entire length of Mathewson, Mahocker from Hwy 14 south to the Town line, Howard Trail, and West Hudson Road from the Village line to the Town line. 
Fahrner bid:  Mathewson $22,600, Mahocker $2,521, Howard Trail $4,649, West Hudson 16,119. Total $45,889.

Scott bid:  Mathewson, $21,466, West Hudson $16,004, Howard Trail $4,646 Mahocker $2,065. Total $44,181.
Patrolman Frank Racek noted that the town has some other pressing road maintenance issues that need to be addressed this year.  There have been a continuing problem with washout on Midland Road and a culvert is needed to fix this problem.  There has also been some damage to the edges of some parts of Racek road that should be repaired before they get worse.  Racek had no exact figures on the cost of these two repairs but estimated they would be at least 7-8 thousand.  Road construction transportation aid in 2007 will be around $58,000.  
Motion to accept Scott’s bid for Mathewson and West Hudson for a total $37, 470 and leave Howard and Mahocker for next year by Wolf, second by Behringer.  There was some discussion regarding the billing problems with Scott Construction in 2006. Scott was awarded the bid by a vote of 3 -2 (opposed Zanto, Moore). 
Motion to order a culvert and work with Boehnen to install a culvert on Midland Road by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 5-0. Maria was instructed to get bids for the repair of Racek Road for next meeting. 
Motion to approve zoning petition #9720 for Andy Olson, splitting parcel #034-0906-282-8300-1 (address 10436 Old Y) into two building sites and rezoning them from A1 to RH1 by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.   Olson is going to tear down the house on Lot 1. The CSM was incorrect in that it shows the property bordering Laws Drive when it actually borders OLD Y.  Olson will need to have this corrected.

Motion to approve a site plan for family room and breezeway for Ginger Shomberg, for property located at 10558 Laws Circle by Behringer, second by Wolf. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the site plan for a 30’ X 50’ outbuilding at 10354 Curtiss Road for Fred Henkel, by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the site plan for a garage for Jodie Fedkenheuer, 10256 Schoenemann Road, by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0-1 (Behringer abstained).
Janice Faga of Carter-Hudson LLC attended the meeting to discuss 2 issues. Regarding the first, there was a motion to rezone a 40 acre parcel (# 080614490010) on the Carter Road property from A1 to A2 (Zoning petition #9686) by Wolf, second by Moore. It was noted that staff at Dane County Zoning felt approval of the rezone should be postponed due to concerns about the topography of the land.  The board did not concur with these concerns and the motion was approved 5-0. 
Faga then asked the board to consider transferring 2 building sites that she claims she has on Voss Road to her Carter Road Property.  Members of the board noted that according to the town’s comprehensive plan, building sites cannot move to land that is not contiguous from their original site.  No further action was taken on this request.

Sara Ludtke appeared before the board to request a refund on 2 years of property taxes (2005-06) on parcel number 0806-163-9770.  Ludtke felt the assessment was excessive because her property had been assessed as a building site when it was not and this represented a palpable error on the part of the assessor.  Members of the board were uncertain as to whether or not the assessment could be considered a palpable error under the definition of such set forth in Wisconsin statue 74.37.  Motion to consider the issue again at the June board meeting after consultation with the attorney from Wisconsin Towns Association and to request hat the assessor attend the meeting, by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0. 
Adler submitted the names of several people to act on the town’s behalf.  Motion to appoint Dan Behringer to serve as weed commissioner, Adler to serve as representative to the District One EMS Board, (Wolf to serve as alternate) Wolf to serve as representative to the Black Earth Joint Fire District (Adler to serve as alternate) and Stan Beuthin, Ric Henn (chairman) Andy Olson, Rick Wipperfurth and Jim McSweeny to serve on the Land Plan Commission, by Behringer, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.   
Motion to donate $900 to the Mazomanie Swim Team by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.  The check should be made out to the Barracuda Swim Team and sent to Melinda Heathcote.
Motion to allow John Traeger to erect a fence on town property (at his expense and with the stipulation that it will be removed with 30 day notice) by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 5-0. 
Buck Young (owner of Rio Valley Manufactured Home Sites) requested the use of the town hall to hold a meeting to start a neighborhood watch on County Road Y.  The board agreed to this request.  Young also wants to see better police patrolling on Hwy Y.
Motion to renew Town insurance contracts with Rural Insurance and the Local Government Property Insurance Fund by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve of disbursements with the addition of a check for the swimteam, by Wolf second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input- Some board members thought the Town should consider adoption of some ordinances (example noxious weeds). This item will be placed on the June agenda. 
Next board meeting:  June 12, 2007, 
May 29th is Board of Review.
