Town of Mazomanie Board ---- Minutes

June 12, 2007

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:00 pm. Notice was published June 9 and posted June 7.

Motion to approve the May 8, 2007 minutes, by Moore, second by Zanto.   Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the May 16, 2007 minutes, by Zanto, second by Wolf.   Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the May, 2007 financial report, by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input—   None.
Motion to approve rezoning parcel # 0806-012-8520-3 (9760 Wilkenson Road owned by Parisi Trust) from A1ex to A2, by Wolf, second by Behringer.   Approved 5-0.  
Ron Watts presented a site plan which includes tearing down the current residence on his property and rebuilding on the same foundation.  He will cantilever walls on the new house 2ft. on either side of the existing foundation.  Motion to approve site plan for new house for Ron Watts, 10224 Mathewson Road by Behringer, second by Moore.   Approved 5-0. 
Greg Held presented a site plan which included two potential outbuildings.  His 32 acre parcel is zoned A2.  Held stated that he hoped to build both structures but that finances might preclude him from doing so. Motion to approve site plan for 2 sheds at 5860 Cty  Hwy  for Greg Held  by  Moore, second by Wolf.   Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on conditional use permit for indoor arena and boarding horses for Greg Held at 5860 County Hwy F.  No action was taken on this item because the board preferred to have the Planning Commission discuss it prior to their discussion.  Van Cleve apologized for not putting it on the June LPC agenda and will place it on the agenda in July. 

Motion to approve Resolution naming the Local Government Property Insurance Fund as insurer of town property by Behringer, second by Moore.   Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on refunding overpayment of taxes for Richard and Sara Ludtke on parcel number 0806-163-9770.  The board found the over assessment of the Ludtke property to be a palpable error.  Motion to refund overpayment of taxes for one year in the amount of $480.52. The Ludtkes agree to waive their right to a board of review hearing on this issue by Zanto, second by Moore.  Approved 4-1-0. (Wolf opposed). 
The board discussed a complaint regarding storage of junk cars and possible environmental damage due to gasoline/oil fluid leakage on Richard Bertrand’s property located at 9967 County Hwy Y.  Bertrand approached the board in 1995 to rezone the property commercial with the intent of storing and fixing cars there.  His request was denied, but members of the board felt that he had proceeded with his plans anyway and was indeed running a salvage/repair business of some kind on the property.   Motion to write a letter to Bertrand demanding that he bring the property into conformance with his current zoning and inform Dane County Zoning and the DNR regarding the alleged zoning violations and environmental damage by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve Operator’s Licenses for Amelia Reeve by Wolf, second by Moore.   Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve Liquor License for Rookies by Behringer, second by Zanto.   Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on the annexation of Voss Road and sewer line on Hudson Road by the Village of Mazomanie. Discussion on this item revolved around the fact that the Village seems to be taking lots of action without any input from the town and effected land owners have not received proper notice of Village expansion plans.  Motion for Adler and Wolf to talk to Village President Scott Stokes about the sewer plans and the annexation and report to the board at the next meeting, by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Motion that the Town of Mazomanie go on record opposing the annexation of Voss Road by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve donation of $600 to Mazomanie 4th of July Fireworks Forever LTD by Moore, second by  Behringer.   Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve a noxious weed ordinance effective its publication on June 21, 2007, by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.  
Motion to approve disbursements by Moore, second by Wolf.   Approved 5-0.
Board Input- There is a semi-trailer that has been parked in the Boatlanding parking lot. Anyone who sees it there should call the sheriff to have it ticketed. Melody wanted to know if anyone would be interested in a trip on the river with the Lower Wisconsin Riverway Board in Voyager Canoes this summer. 

Ron noted that with some stipulations the Village of Black Earth has decided to pay their share of the new EMS building.  Since construction will not begin until October, the Town will ask for their share back until such time as the money is required to be paid.
