Motion to approve the June 12, 2007 minutes, by Behringer, second by Moore.   Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve the June, 2007 financial report, by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.

Public Input— Kevin Isenring spoke about the boat landing. He complained that it is not being mowed or well kept up.  He also noted that the NO Parking signs are not being obeyed.
Sheriff’s report (Deputy Frisch)—There have not been too many incidents in the Town of Mazomanie. The Deputy noted that people should call if they have any problems. 608-255-2345 is the non-emergency sheriff phone number.  John Beuthin said the intersection of 78 and 19 is dangerous because visibility is difficult due to weeds.  Van Cleve will call the county about mowing there.

Motion to approve on site plan for new home (including removal of current mobile home) for James Fletcher, 10906 Amenda Road by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on splitting property owned by Lisa Feiner and rezoning house and two acres RH1.  No action taken.
Motion to approve petition #9766 rezoning 9.2 acre parcel from A1ex to RH3 for John Beuthin at 5848 Beuthin Road by Wolf second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.  The board noted that Beuthin must be sure to get a shared driveway agreement in place for all the lots that are going to be developed on the ridge top. 
Discussion/possible action on placement of modular home for Richard Bertrang on his property at 9967 County Hwy Y.  No action taken.
Motion to approve licenses for Stephanie Lathrop, Tyffany Atwell, Douglas Wendt, Pam Watson, Heather Kurth, Toby Kanter, Casey Jo Gullickson by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on Voss Road Annexation and sewer line on Hudson Road.  The Village doesn’t know exactly where the sewer line is going.  The board decided to tentatively plan an informational meeting to talk about concerns with both the sewer line (that could run out either Hudson or Curtiss Road) and the Faga development.  Van Cleve will send out a letter to effected residents urging their attendance on July 31 at 7pm 
Discussion/possible action regarding complaint about noxious weeds.  No action taken.
