Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting

Minutes

August 14, 2007
Present from the board: Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors: Dan Behringer (late), Melody Moore, Fred Wolf, Clerk Maria Van Cleve, Treasurer Jan Hake

Others in attendance: Jerry Booth, Greg Held, Ron Patterson, Josalyn Longley, Ric Wipperfurth
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:05 pm. Notice was posted August 9 but was not published through an oversight by the clerk.  The Sickle was notified of the meeting on August 13.
Motion to approve the July 10, 2007 minutes, by Moore, second by Wolf.   Approved 3-0.

Motion to approve the July, 2007 financial report, by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 3-0.

Sheriff’s report—Josalyn Longley- Deputy Longley will try to come to board meetings quarterly.  She reported on outreach/other activities of the local department including:  

1. A community education program during the summer for 6-12 year olds.  
2. National Night Out. 
3. Buck Young has started a neighborhood watch program at Rio Valley.  There have been no incidents recently.  
4. School is starting up again and the deputies will be watching speeders on Hwy 14 by the High School especially in the morning and evening. 
5. There has been some vandalism and theft occurring in the Village.  
When asked if there were any other concerns, Wolf mentioned on-going problems and the 

theft of the no-parking signs at the boat landing.  Longley told the board that she 

would send some extra patrols down by the boat landing to keep an eye on things. 
Public Input-  None
Discussion/possible action on petition by Janice Faga to add acreage to current lots 2 and 3 on Carter Road. The board discussed the potential ramifications of the addition of acreage to lots 2 and 3.  It seems that the most desirable home sites on both parcels are in the hills and trees that are located in the Town of Black Earth.  The probable result of the addition of the acreage would be that there would be no homes built in the Town of Mazomanie.  Considering the cost of the lots (approximately $150,000 each) and the probable cost of 2 homes residence ($8-900,000) the potential tax revenue loss to the Town of Mazomanie would be around $1750-2000/year.  Taxes on the properties will be close to $15,000 but most of this money will go to various taxing entities (Wisconsin Heights School District, MATC, Dane County) and there would be no difference whether Mazo or Black Earth collects these taxes.  The main difference would be the money that is due directly to the Town.  A compromise proposal which would require Faga to use the building site from the parcel in Black Earth for lot 2 and then move the lot 2 building site to another site in the Town of Mazomanie was considered.  The board did not act on this issue as Faga did not attend the meeting but will be on the agenda again next month.  
Motion to approve a conditional use permit for indoor arena and boarding horses for Greg Held at 5860 County Hwy F by Wolf, second by Adler.  Moore voiced some concerns about what the future might hold in terms of growth of a horse boarding business on this property. It was noted that conditional use permits stay with the property owner, not with the property.  Approved 3-0.
Motion to approve Operator’s License for Jennalee Breunig by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 3-0.  
Motion to require that business’s who use the Mazomanie Boat Landing pay either $200 season or $2/launch.  The clerk will get the names of various canoe liveries and river guides and write them a letter stating that they cannot leave canoes untended or overnight in the parking lot.  Other rules such as no parking on Hwy Y and the 15 minute limit on boats/canoes at the landing will be re-stated by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.    
The clerk was instructed to purchase two new signs for boat/trailer parking and 3 new No Parking signs and call the county to get them to replace the boat landing sign (the one that says the boatlanding is 1 ½ miles ahead). Melody agreed to plant some wild flowers at the landing and in the spring the board should set up a schedule to go out to the boatlanding on Saturday mornings for several weeks to get a sense of what is exactly happening there.  Maria might buy a cap or shirt so that if Town of Mazomanie Supervisors or staff are out there they look like they have some authority. 
Discussion/possible action on purchase/placement of slow/no wake buoy at the boat landing.  Motion to purchase the buoy from Walsh Marine and the hardware to install by Wolf, second by Moore.  The board discussed placing the bouy this fall as a dry run if it can be ready to install in the next two weeks.
Motion to approve the Disbursements by Moore second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.  
Board Input-
Behringer went to the Village meeting on the Faga Development.  He noted that there will be a meeting on the 23 of August about the sewer line.  Wolf will be there.  Village will finally be doing a smart growth plan.  Fred says the boy scouts want to put up a dumpster for the cans.  Patteson will ask the scoutmaster to call  the clerk to get on the agenda.  The state Towns meeting is the 21st – 24 Oct.  Any one who wants to attend should let the clerk know before October 10th.  Moore inquired about the Isenring and Bertrang zoning violations and the clerk was instructed to call Shawn Widdish and ask him about the isenring and bertrang zoning violations. Moore also revisited the poor visibility (due to high corn at this time of year) at the junction of Matthewson and Reuter Roads. Adler agreed to  talk to Ric Wipperfurth (renter) and see what might be done to improve the situation.
