The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:05 pm. Notice was posted October 3,  and published October 4.
Motion to approve the September 11, 2007 minutes by Moore, second by Zanto.   Approved 3-0.

Motion to approve the September, 2007 financial report, by Zanto, second by Moore.  Approved 3-0.

Public Input--None
Discussion/possible action on rezone of 2 properties on Laws Drive owned by Nancy Heiden from A1 EX to RH. Heiden did not appear but asked instead to be placed on the November agenda.
Motion to approve site plan for new 30’X50’ outbuilding for Jason Graedel, 5858 South Mathewson Road by Moore, second by Zanto. Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve site plan for driveway and new house for Luis Dompablo on Cty Road F north of Carter Road (parcel # 034/0806/144-8110-0) by Behringer, second by Moore, Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve site plan for new home for Tim Valek at 9933 Carter Road by Zanto, second by Moore. Approved 5-0. 

Discussion/possible action on rezone petition by Janice Faga (Carter Hudson LLC) that will add acreage to current lots 2 and 3 on Carter Road. Faga did not appear but asked instead to be placed on the November agenda.

Motion to approve two year contract for appraisal services from Equity Appraisal for $6,600/year by Behringer, second by Wolf. Approved 5-0.
Dee Schomel returned as the new executive director of Northwest Dane to give an update on the organization.  Dee thanked the board for past support. Todd Pfiel, who now sits on the Northwest Dane Board, explained the safeguards that have been instituted since a past director was convicted of abuse of funds last year. There was discussion about how seniors would know that Northwest Dane is out there and efforts to improve its visibility.  It was suggested that the Town incorporate information about Northwest Dane in its letter to taxpayers.  Currently 13 Town of Mazomanie residents received 23 services from this organization.  The Town will consider funding for Northwest Dane next month during the budget process.
Board members discussed extending hours at the transfer site in order to better accommodate both the increased number of users and residents who work on Saturday mornings. A motion to set the hours year round from 7-1 was made by Wolf and seconded by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
The Board discussed the possibility of writing an ordinance regarding electric fences between small residential lots.  No one could think of a way to write rules that would work for a rural town such as Mazomanie. Board members agreed however that it is illegal to block easements with fencing of any kind. A motion was made by Wolf and seconded by Moore to write a letter outlining this to Maureen Frame on Beckman Road.  The motion was  approved 5-0.
Motion to increase the patrolman’s wages by 3% wage beginning in January 2008, was made by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve disbursements (check #s 11796 -11821 + 2 electronic transfers- 1 to EFTPS and 1 to the Employee Trust Funds) by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.

Board Input-  The town web site is being updated. The Sauk Prairie school district letter invited a representative of the board to attend a dinner.  Moore, once again, brought up the dangerous intersection at Mathewson and Reuter Roads. 
The next board meeting date is November 13, 2007.  First budget meeting is Oct. 23.
