Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting Minutes

Minutes

November 13, 2007

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:00 pm. Notice was posted November 3, 2007 and reposted on Nov 9 deleting Janice Fagas rezone request on Carter Road, adding James Fletcher deck approval and adding decision regarding sale of various items owned by the town.  Notice was published November 9, 2007.

Motion to approve the October 9, 2007 minutes by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0. 

Motion to approve the October, 2007 financial report by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0. 

Public Input—None
Motion to table rezoning two properties owned by Phil Schadler off Hwy 78 until December by Wolf, second by Moore, Approved 5-0.
The board discussed a proposed conditional use permit to increase the number of campsites and decrease the acreage of the campgrounds owned by Carl Goodwiler on Dunlap Hollow Road. Goodwiler’s property is being purchased by Dennis Sohol who presented a plan to the board for an expansion of Cedar Hills Campground. Andy Olson, representing the Land Plan Commission, explained some concerns that the Commission had with the proposal including increased traffic on Racek Road and potential problems with noise, lighting, etc.  Conditions that might be applied to the permit were discussed. Moore suggested that Sohol develop a list of conditions that would fit his interests and present them to the board. The clerk and Dennis will work together to develop these conditions.  Sohol expects to apply for a CUP on Nov. 15th.  The board took no formal action on the Conditional Use Permit at this meeting but instead developed a plan to hold a public hearing on the CUP on January 15 and to follow the hearing with a special meeting of the board to approve the CUP.
No action was taken on the rezone of 2 properties on Laws Drive owned by Nancy Heiden from A1 EX to RH. Heiden will contact the clerk when she wishes to proceed in this matter. 
Motion to approve a new deck for James Fletcher at 10898 Amenda Road by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve a resolution stating that the board will assume responsibility for the treasurer the collection of taxes for 2007 by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0. The resolution is on file in the clerk’s office.
Motion to authorize borrowing $172,000 for the town share of the new EMS facility and new fire truck by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.  
Motion to maintain the current $120 annual fee for disposal at the transfer site by Wolf, second by Zanto. Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve a resolution in support of bike path between Mazomanie and Sauk City by Moore, second by Zanto. Approved 5-0. The resolution is on file in the clerk’s office. 
Patrolman Frank Racek got three bids for a new mower.  A motion to purchase the mower from Richie Implement for $10,500 with a $2000 trade in for the old mower was made by Behringer and seconded by Wolf. Approved 5-0.  The other two bids were $12,000 from McFarlanes’ and $12,000 from Kalscheur Implement Co.

Discussion/possible action on sale of various items owned by the Town of Mazomanie put off till next month was delayed until December as there were no bids available at this meeting.
Motion to approve an operator’s License for Benjamin Reeve by Zanto, second by Moore. Approved 5-0. 
The Town Board received two letters from Kevin Isenring which the board discussed at the meeting. Adler tried to answer some of the questions set forth in the letters.  Isenring attended the meeting but made no comment.  No action was taken on either of the letters.  Some public record requests were contained within the letters.  The clerk will work to gather information that Isenring wishes to review.
Motion to approve the November disbursements by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 5-0.
Board Input-Dump site supervisor, Ron Patterson explained that he will need to be off work from at least the 15th of Dec to the 20 of Jan.  He will look for a replacement or the board will cover his absence.    Adler noted that attended a meeting where in Dane County Zoning proposed regulating all land transactions that are residential.  Farming land transactions might be exempt. Zanto wondered whether levy limits are supposed to be either 2% OR new construction or 2% AND new construction.  The clerk will investigate regarding this issue.  In either case, the town is granted special permission to exceed the levy limits if it is voted upon by the electors at the Town Meeting to approve the levy.

The annual board dinner was discussed.  Van Cleve will make a reservation for Feb 16 at Green Acres.
The next board meeting is December 11, 2007 at 7pm.    
The public hearing to adopt the annual budget is Nov. 20 at 7pm. 
The meeting was adjourned at 9:45 pm.
