The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:00 pm. Notice was posted Dec 7, 2007 and published December 6, 2007.

Motion to approve the November 13, 2007 minutes by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0. 

Motion to approve the November, 2007 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0. 

Public Input—Ron Patterson thanked the board for letting him work down at the Transfer site and board members expressed appreciation for his efforts at maintaining an orderly and efficient site.  Patterson will be off work for several weeks but is expected to return to work in February or March.
Sheriff’s report:  Deputy Frisch noted that there were 14 calls in the 3rd qtr of 2007.
Motion to indefinitely table rezoning two properties owned by Phil Schadler off Hwy 78 by Wolf, second by Moore, Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve site plan for an outbuilding for Dan Joyce at 10930 Amenda Road, by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve a resolution to open a second checking account and require writing a check to transfer funds between the checking accounts by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
A Mutual Aid Box Alarm System Agreement for the District One Fire Service was discussed by the board. In five years the cost of a new radio system could be $120,000. There was no action taken on this as it is still in the planning stages.
The board discussed appropriating funds to prepare a grant for construction of a bike path between Middleton and Mazomanie.  While everyone is in favor of bike paths, several questions were raised.  These include: How much land in the town would be included in the bike path? How would costs of the bike path be assessed?  What might the end costs be? Motion by Wolf, second by Moore, to appropriate up to $400 for grant preparation. Approved 3-1 (Behringer opposed).
The Faga Development was discussed and it was decided that the board will invite Faga and her planner, Aaron Otto, to the January Board meeting.  There will be a special 6:30pm start time and the clerk will send out notices to the landowners that are most effected by the proposed sewer line and development.  
Motion to approve a list of election inspectors for 2008-09 by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve disbursements by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.
Board Input- Dan went to the meeting about Hwy 14 with the department of transportation.  Public hearings on the Road Improvement Program will be held in January and July. Jan is waiting for the tax bills to come out.  Melody has another meeting of the committee to revise the zoning ordinance.  Town of Mazomanie was the only town that responded to a call for input on zoning regulation changes.
The next board meeting date is January 8, 2008- 6:30 pm.
The meeting was adjourned at 9pm.
