Motion to approve December 2006 meeting minutes by Henn second by Beuthin.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve site plan for new home for Gregory Held (parcel #08061328500) on County Road by Bueuthin second by Wipperfurth.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on construction of 30’X50’ shed for John Schneider at 10451 Old Hwy Y.   Schneider discussed his options for building a storage shed.  He will return next month with a final site plan and should be placed on the agenda for February.

Motion to approve 28’ X 21’ addition to home owned by Trent and Kathy Barsness at 10932 Hudson Road by Wipperfurth, second by Mc Sweeny. Approved 4-0.  Andy Olsen presented the site plan information to the Commission.
Motion to approve site plan approval for new grain bin (approx 105 ft diameter-600 thousand bushel)) and conveyor for Premier Cooperative, 10216 Hwy 14, by Beuthin, second by McSweeeny.  Approved 4-0.  
Discussion/possible action on site plan for a deck and stairwell from second floor as well as additions/possible outbuildings and rezoning and split of property located at 10317 County Hwy Y for Mark Danforth. Danforth did not attend the meeting so this item was not discussed.
Frank Schlough was not on the agenda but came to the meeting to discuss property he owns on Hudson Road.  Schlough owns almost 140 contiguous acres.  A house and a mobile home have been sited on the property since before 1979.  Schlough wants to be sure that besides the site occupied by the mobile home and the house there are 3 more building sites available on the property.  He is thinking of removing the mobile home and not rebuilding immediately.  He would like to have some guarantee from the board that he will not lose a building site if the mobile home is removed.
