Town of Mazomanie Land Plan Commission Meeting                        

Minutes

February 5, 2007
Chairman Ric Henn called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.  The meeting was duly posted.  

Present from the Commission were Ric Henn (chairman), Stan Beuthin, Rick Wipperfurth, Jim McSweeny, Evan McAteer and Maria Van Cleve (clerk) 

Others present: Andy Olson, Jean Schwartz, Frank Schlough, Shane M Marks, Steve Sauer, Rupert Kerl, Carl Goodwiler
Motion to approve January 2007 meeting minutes by Beuthin, second by Wipperfurth.  Approved 5-0.
The Martigs bought a parcel on Curtiss Road described in the plat map as having 2 lots.  It did not need to be rezoned but in order to split the parcel (and sell Lot 1) a new CSM had to be undertaken.  The CSM includes vacated roadways that were not included in the original survey.  The town board is required to approve all CSM’s before they are filed with the register of deeds. Motion to approve certified survey map splitting parcel located at 10326 Curtiss Road into 2 parcels for Shane and Jamie Martig, by Wipperfurth, second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0.
The McAteer rezone was already approved by the Commission and the Town Board but the county requires approval of any new Certified Survey Maps as well.  Motion to approve certified survey map splitting parcel located at 6534 Shower Road into 3 parcels for Evan McAteer by Beuthin, second by Wipperfurth. Approved 4-0 -1 abstention (McAteer)
The Commission discussed splitting parcel 034-0906-282-8300-1(address 10436 Old Y) owned by Andy Olsen, into two building sites.  The Commission generally supports the idea of splitting of this parcel into two building sites (it was a non-conforming lot with a house on it in 1979) pending the Certified Survey Map.  Andy Olsen will return to the board in March with a CSM.  
Construction of a 30’X40’ shed for John Schneider at 10451 Old Hwy Y was discussed.  Schneider wants a detached structure. Members of the Land Plan Commission discussed the shed and size restrictions (due to square footage of the current home).  The current home is 2862 square feet.  There is also a 10 X 12 foot shed on the property.  The new shed will be 30’ X 40” in order to fit the limitations (50 % of the square footage of the primary residence). Motion by Wipperfurth to approve a 30’ X 40’ shed, second by McSweeny. Approved 5-0.
There was a discussion of the number of building sites due to Frank Schlough on his property on West Hudson Road.  The Commission concurs that there are 2 existing homesites and 3 other sites. The Clerk will write a letter for the town files and for the Schloughs that will outline the reasoning behind the # of homesites.  The Schloughs were also encouraged to get Dane County to do a density study on their property. A motion to designate 5 homesites on the Schlough property was forwarded by McSweeny, seconded by Beuthin and approved 5-0.  
The commission discussed the number of home sites available to Carl Goodwiler. This is a complex situation and the commission recommended that Goodwiler pay for a density study from Dane County Zoning. The clerk will request such a study and call Goodwiler with further information. 
Mark Danforth did not attend the meeting to present his site plan for a deck and stairwell from second floor as well as additions/possible outbuildings and rezoning and split of property located at 10317 County Hwy Y.  No action was taken.
Rupert Kerl attended the meeting to discuss a possible homesite on a 2 ½ acre parcel located on Spring Valley Road on the border between Towns of Berry and Mazomanie.  This was already discussed at the 11/06 meeting.  Both the Commission and the Town Board agreed at the time that the parcel should be deed restricted against further development.
Commission members discussed the request for annexation-by Faga, Behringer and Wolf for approx 188 acres located in Section 16 between Hudson Road and Highway 14.  The Commission responded to the request for annexation with this motion by Beuthin.  “The Land Plan Commission is opposed to the annexation and particularly to the take over of the entire eastern portion of Hudson Road (from a little east of Voss Road to Hwy 78).  The Commission would prefer to see the town retain control of the north side of Hudson Road in this area.”  The motion was seconded by McAteer and approved 5-0.

The next Commission meeting is March 5, 2007.   Ric Wipperfurth will attend the board meeting on February 13.
