Motion to approve rezone petition # 9681  to rezone 4 parcels owned by Karl Goodwiler at 9798 Dunlap Hollow Road from A1 to (1) Rh3 and (3) Rh2 parcels by Stan Beuthin, second by Rick Wipperfurth.  Approved 4-0.  
Informational discussion regarding zoning for commercial purposes for Kevin Isenring at 6490 State Highway 78. Isenring did not show up.  No action taken.
Discussion/possible action on splits available to Janice Faga on the land formerly owned by Vern Wendt between Hudson Road and Highway 14.  Faga did not show up.  No action taken.
