Town of Mazomanie Land Plan Commission Meeting----DRAFT
Minutes
April 2, 2007
In the absence of Chairman Ric Henn, the meeting was called to order by Ric Wipperfurth (who served as acting chairman) at 7:00pm.  Present from the Commission was Evan McAteer, Ric Wipperfurth, Stan Beuthin and Jim McSweeny.
Others in attendance were:  Eric Schultz, Tim Schlick, Kevin Isenring, Phil Schadler, Gerry Olsen, Scott and Dawn Evert, Janice Faga, Mike Kindschi

Motion to approve the minutes of the March, 2007 meeting minutes by Beuthin, second by McSweeny.  Approved 4-0.
The agenda was changed to reflect the fact that Stacy Hoon and Ginger Schomberg called to say they would not be attending.

Eric Schultz has purchased property on Amenda Road, (just west of the intersection of Amenda and Beckman) parcel # 0806-064-9171-2.  Eric intends to build a house on this 13 acre parcel that is zoned A2-8.  He handed out a site plan with his drain field, well and driveway marked on it. The map was small and distances were not accurately marked. Schultz was reminded that the site plan needs to be to scale and all features (including a tiny portion of flood plain) need to be shown on the map.  McAteer moved to approve the site plan for a new home for Schultz contingent upon his bringing a more detailed and scaled site plan map to the Board meeting.  The motion was seconded by Beuthin and approved 4-0.
Motion to approve the site plan for remodel of house and new garage for Dawn and Scott Evert for property located at 9515 County Hwy 19by McSweeny, second by Beuthin.  Approved 4-0. 

Phil Schadler brought in a site plan for several additions to his property located at 6104 Hwy 78.  The additions include a garage, a new bathroom, a bedroom and some covered porch.  His site plan was to scale but hard to distinguish the old house from the new structures.  Schadler was instructed to make the site plan easier to read.  It was noted that Shadler wants to build an additional porch which has to be 100 feet from the center line of State Hwy 78.  The site plan shows it at EXACTLY 100 feet from the center line. The Commisson warned Phil that he will want to be absolutely sure he stays within the setback since he wants to build right up to it.  Motion to approve the plan contingent on the hwy setback for the porch not being LESS than 100 feet from the center line by McSweeny, second by McAteer.  Approved 4-0.
Tim Schlick brought in a very detailed site plan for his proposed garage.  Schlick’s current home with attached garage is just over 4200 square feet.  The new garage is 1600 square feet. Schlick has a lot of land in the flood plain and it was clearly marked on his site plan. Motion to approve the site plan for a 1600 sq ft garage (unattached) for Tim Schlick at 5646 Wolf Road by Beuthin, second by McSweeny.  Approved 4-0.
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Discussion/possible action on CSM, splitting parcel 034-0906-282-8300-1 (address 10436 Old Y) into two building sites (owned by Andy Olsen) was tabled because Olsen did not show up at the meeting.
Motion to approve a site plan for a new home for Rick Kinschi on his property off Mint Road by Beuthin, second by McSweeny.  Approved 4-0.
Janice Faga owner of Carter Hudson LLC attended the meeting to discuss two items: The first was rezoning a 40 acre parcel on the Carter Road property from A1 to RH4. It was noted that Faga has developed 4 splits in the last year but that this rezone does not fit under the same rule (no more than 4 splits in 5 years) because it is not a split, but is rezoning an entire 40 acre parcel. Motion to the rezone by Beuthin, second by McSweeny.  Approved 4-0. 
The second item Commissioners discussed with Faga concerned Faga’s claim that since she feels she has two splits available on the property she owns off Voss Road and (according to Faga) the proposed development of the sites was denied by the Village Board, Faga requested that the development rights be transferred to the property she owns off of Carther Road.  Commissioners noted, that according the Town of Mazomanie Comprehensive Plan, transfer of development rights are not allowed.  Faga was referred to the Town Board for further discussion of this question.   
Kevin Isenring (6490 State Highway 78) attended the meeting to discuss recent citations by Dane County Zoning.  Kevin has been sited for junk on the property, improper zoning and building structures without permits. Kevin is currently zoned RH3 and owns 9.75 acres.   Kevin says he has a swimming pool business for 17 years.  He also (until recently) had a renter living on his property in a second structure.  The Land Plan suggested that he show a good faith effort to come into compliance including starting to clean up the property, getting retroactive permits for the two structures that are illegally present on the property and notifying Dane County Zoning that he is currently living within the confines of single family residential zoning with an in-home business.  
Discussion/possible action on site plan for a garage for Jodie Fedkenheuer, 10256 Schoenemann Road was tabled because Fedkenheuer did not attend the meeting.  

The next Commission meeting date is May 6, 2007.  Stan will attend the board meeting.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00pm.
