The meeting was called to order by at 7:00 pm by Ric Wipperfurth, acting chair.   Notice of the meeting was posted on August 3.  Present from the commission were Rick Wipperfurth, Jim McSweeny and Andy Olson.  Also present was Maria Van Cleve, Clerk

Motion to approve the July, 2007 meeting minutes by McSweeny, second by Olson.  
Approved 3-0.

1. Discussion/possible action on conditional use permit for indoor arena and boarding horses for Greg Held at 5860 County Hwy F. Greg is zoned A2.  He has more than 16 acres so he could have unlimited livestock.  Greg anticipates having around 20 horses (he owns 6 and would potentially board 15 more).  He does not intend to hold fairs or lessons and expects the public presence on his property to be limited to the horse owners and probably they would not even be there all together at the same time. Motion to approve the conditional use permit by McSweeny, second by Olson. Approved 3-0.  
2. Discussion/possible action on petition by Janice Faga to add acreage to current lots 2 and 3 on Carter Road. The proposal that Faga brought to the Commission would be to add about two acres in the Town of Black Earth to both lots 2 and 3 that are located in the Town of Mazomanie.  It seems that the most desirable home sites on both parcels are in the hills and trees that are located in the Town of Black Earth.  The probable result of the addition of the acreage would be that there would be no homes built in the Town of Mazomanie.  Considering the cost of the lots (approximately $150,000 each) and the probable cost of 2 homes residence ($8-900,000) the potential tax revenue loss to the Town of Mazomanie would be around $1750-2000/year.  Taxes on the properties will be close to $15,000 but most of this money will go to various taxing entities (Wisconsin Heights School District, MATC, Dane County) and there would be no difference whether Mazo or Black Earth collects these taxes.  The main difference would be the money that is due directly to the Town.  Black Earth stands to gain $2,000/year and we stand to lose it if the houses are built in Black Earth and not a few hundred feet away in the Town of Mazomanie.  Faga was going to meet with the Town of Black Earth on Aug. 7 to see whether they would allow her to use building sites from the Town of Mazomanie to build homes in their Town.  The Commission chose to not to act on this issue until the Town of Black Earth had discussed it at their board meeting.
3. Confirm next Commission meeting date- September 10, 2007.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:40.
