Minutes
October 1, 2007
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ric Henn at 7pm. The agenda was published on Sept 26 and posted on Sept 28.  Present from the commission were Ric Henn, Rick Wipperfurth, Stan Beuthin, Jim McSweeny and Andy Olson (late) and clerk Maria Van Cleve.  Others present included Greg Roessler, Don Austin, Dan Lucey, Nancy Heiden and Jeff Grundahl.
Motion to approve the Sept 2007 meeting minutes by Beuthin, second by McSweeny.  Approved 4-0.

Nancy Heiden owns 2 parcels on Laws Drive (one 5 acre and one seven acre). Currently they are zoned A1 ex and since they are non-conforming she came to the Commission to determine what they might be rezoned to and how to proceed.  Commissioners suggested that she file a rezone petition at Dane County Zoning and rezone both properties to RH2. Nancy will return to the town for approval after she has filed the petitions. 

Motion to approve site plan for driveway and new house for Luis Dompablo on Cty Road F north of Carter Road (parcel # 034/0806/144-8110-0) by Beuthin, second by Wipperfurth. 

Approved 4-0. Luis owns 4.7 acres and will be building on a mostly level site up against the woods.  

Goodwiler did not attend the meeting to discuss a conditional use permit to increase the number of campsites and decrease the acreage of the campgrounds on Dunlap Hollow Road but called prior to the meeting and asked to be placed on the November agenda instead. 

Motion to approve site plan for 30 X 50’ outbuilding for Jason Graedel, 5858 South Mathewson Road by by Wipperfurth, second by Beuthin. Approved 5-0, with the contingency that he bring in the site plan to the board meeting.
Janice Faga (Carter Hudson LLC) did not attend the meeting to discuss adding acreage to current lots 2 and 3 on Carter Road. Prior to the meeting she called and asked to have this item placed on the November agenda.  There was some discussion of a letter from Dane County Zoning asking Faga to respond to 6 questions regarding the rezone.  Don Austin, chairman of the Town of Black Earth Land Plan Commission took part in the discussion.
Motion to approve site plan for new home for Tim Valek at 9933 Carter Road by Wipperfurth, second by Olsen.  Approved 5-0.
