The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ron Adler at 7:00 pm. Notice was posted Dec 29, 2008.
Motion to approve December 11, 2007 meeting minutes by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 5-0
Motion to approve December, 2007 financial reports, by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0. 
Public Input- None
Discussion/possible action on new sewer line for the Faga Development between East Hudson Road and Hwy’s 14 and 78.  Aaron Otto gave a presentation regarding the new development.  Otto noted that the Village Plan Commission has recommended that the sewer go from Curtiss, to Mathewson and then head east on Hudson. It will cut under Spring Valley Creek somewhere past Voss Road.  Both the water main and the sewer main will go down Hudson together.  There were two other options for the way that the sewer could be built but these were not presented because they have already been denied by the Village Board.  The depth of the sewer line on the road is not known.  Traffic studies for Hudson Road are not available yet. There will be no curb and gutter on Hudson Road nor will it be widened from Voss to the Village limits.  No recommendation (for curb and gutter or widening the road) has been formulated on Voss Road.  Construction of the sewer line will probably begin in spring of 2008. The North side of Hudson Road will always be kept open for traffic while the sewer line is being installed. Residents expressed interest in the reasons behind choosing the proposed route over the other two options. Moore moved to write a letter to Village President, Scott Stokes, the Village plan committee and engineer Warren Meyers inviting them to a meeting about the concerns of the town, as soon possible but not later than 30 days, second by Dawn Zanto. Approved 5-0. 
Eric Ruth a candidate for state assembly in the 47th district introduced himself and asked for support. Incumbent Gene Hahn is retiring.  

Motion to approve the Mobile Home Park License for Rio Valley Estates by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 5-0. 
Discussion/possible action on refund of taxes for Barry Behringer for palpable error on tax bill.   Dan Behringer reclused himself from the discussion. Motion by Wolf, second by Zanto to refund the 2007 real estate taxes after Behringer pays them. Approved 4-0-1. Behringer abstained.
Discussion possible action on rezoning property owned by John Beuthin.
Motion to approve rezone #9849 by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.
Motion to approve operator’s license for Keri Svoboda by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on payment of supplemental transportation supplement to the Village of Mazomanie.  The town has been billed for several years of past shared revenue payments that the Village made to EMS District One.  Motion by Wolf, second by Moore, to withhold payment at present and revisit the issue at a later date. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on raising rates for tire disposal at the Transfer Site.  No action taken.  
Discussion/possible action on transferring $108,000 to new checking account.  Motion to transfer the money by Wolf, second by Zanto. Approved 5-0.
Discussion/possible action on privately owned food stand at the boat landing. Buck Young (owner of Rio Valley Mobile Home Park) introduced the concept and while somewhat favorable to the idea, the board had several concerns including liability, permits, and how the neighbors would regard the development.  The item will be on the agenda in February and the clerk was requested to try to get some information from the Wisconsin Towns Association on precedent in this area.  
Motion by Moore, second by Zanto, to approve the January disbursements.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input- The next Dane County Chapter 10 zoning revision meeting will be on January 23rd at 7:30.  Behringer handed out an article on household waste.
The next board meeting will be held on February 12, 2008- 7pm.
