The meeting was called to order at 7:03 by Chairman Ron Adler. The agenda was posted April 2 and published April 3, 2008  
Motion to approve the March 13, 2008 meeting minutes by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve the March 2008 financial report by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve the 2007 Annual Financial Report by Moore, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.
Public Input- none.
The site plan for a driveway for Sharon Pertzborn-Jensen, 9933 Carter Road was discussed.
Vierbacher is working on the plan for the driveway which will be 1600 feet long.  The house will be located in the Town of Black Earth. Sharon has preliminary approval from Dane County.  There was some question as to what is the greatest slope in the driveway.  The town requires that no slope be more than 12%. Motion to approve the plan subject to the slope being no greater than 12%, by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.   
Discussion/possible action on joint planning with the village of Mazomanie.  Moore contacted Bill Rizzo, a possible facilitator for a possible meeting.  She has e-mailed him and is waiting for a response.
The board discussed letting bids for road work in the town in 2008. Motion to get separate bids on 
chip sealing Racek, Wilkenson and Spring Valley Roads, by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.  Sealed bids will be opened at the May meeting. It was noted that the town should apply for a TRIP grant next year and undertake the reconstruction Mint Road redoing in 2009. 
Chairman Ron Adler appointed Fred Wolf to serve as representative to the fire district board. Adler himself will continue to serve as the EMS representative. They will serve as alternates for each other. Motion to approve the appointments by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Adler also reappointed all the current members of the Land Plan Commission.  Motion to approve the appointment of Ric Henn, Rick Wipperfurth, Jim McSweeny, Stan Beuthin, and Andy Olson by Wolf, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve an Operator’s license for Shannon Stowell by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
Discussion/possible action on purchase of a new plow truck for the town.  Patrolman Frank Racek has been getting bids for a new truck and plow equipment.  Purchase of a new truck is not in the 2008 budget, but the town has money on hand to purchase the truck and given the severity of the 07-08 winter, the truck took a lot of abuse and it might be time to replace it.  Available bids are as follows:
Peterbuilt truck is $78,600. Frank doesn’t like this truck. Sterling came in at $69,400.  International bid $70,900. International offered $13,500 for the old truck. There was only one bid for equipment although the Town is expecting another one from Monroe.  Burke equipment quoted $60,765 for a stainless box, 12 foot plow and 8 ft wing. The board urged Frank to find the price differential between a stainless box and a regular steel box. The issue along with amending the budget to make the purchase this year, should be placed on the agenda in May.
Motion to approve the disbursements by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
