Minutes 

May 13, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:03 by Chairman Ron Adler. Present from the board were Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors, Dan Behringer, Fred Wolf, Dawn Zanto, Clerk Maria Van Cleve, Treasurer Jan Hake. Melody Moore was absent. The meeting was posted May 10.

Motion to approve April 15, 2008 meeting minutes by wolf second by Behringer. Approved 4-0. 
Motion to approve April 2008 financial report by Behringer, second by Wolf. Approved 4-0.
Public Input-None
Sheriff report:  Deputy Longley noted that there had been 14 incidents in the Town of Mazo during the months of March and April.  Included in them was a weapons discharge, but the sheriff noted that this was to put down a deer.  The sheriff’s office will run a summer recreation program again this year. Longley handed out a bike law pamphlet and noted that there will be a Bike Rodeo at the elementary school next Friday to teach bike safety.  Longley also noted that Neighborhood Watch program in Rio Valley is very effective.  Calls have really gone down at the Trailer park. The sheriff was very complimentary regarding the efforts by the residents of Rio Valley. Wolf mentioned that there is no parking along highway Y and that he would like the sheriff to watch out for problems at the boat landing.  The sheriff noted that they hired two new cops who just write traffic tickets.
Chairman Ron Adler opened bids and for road work in the town in 2008.  The Farner bid was as follows: Racek, $27,222, Wilkenson, $17,354, Spring Valley $10,082. The Scott bid for the same project (chip sealing) was: Racek $22,528, Wilkinson $14,187, Spring Valley $9,677.
Motion by Wolf to accept the Scott bid for all three roads for a total of $46,382, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.

Motion to approve $900 to help fund field maintenance for Mazomanie Youth Baseball and Softball by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.  The clerk should write the check to Village of Mazomanie. Todd Ruland presented this.
Motion to approve funding request by Mazomanie Barracuda Swimteam—85 swimmers. 21 swimmers from the town.  No charge for anyone to swim.  Fees goes for coaches, tri county swim club fees.  Replaced old bleachers, built new ones.  It costs $10,000 to run the program. Motion to approve $900 for the swimteam.  By Zanto second by Wolf.   Approved 4-0.  Send check c/o Melinda Heathcote.
Motion to table the request for Sauk Prairie Recreation Department for funding until there is more information by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.  Ron will find out how to contact the organization.
Motion to approve site plan for increased office space for Premier Cooperative, 10216 Hwy 14.  The site plan was presented by John Marx   .  Premier wants to build a 24 X 24’ office space, placing it 103 feet from the center line of Hwy 14.  The commission approved this plan.  Motion to approve by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve rezone application #9918 by Janice Faga for various properties on Carter Road.
Faga proposed a new configuration of 4 lots on Carter Road.  In the new plan, Lot 3 on the north side of the road will be abandoned and will go into conservancy (no building sites) and the three lots that were on the south side road will be reconfigured to include a little less land in each lot.  There will still be 4 building sites. Motion to approve by Behringer, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.
The board discussed a possible bonus for patrolman Frank Racek for the extra effort he made in getting almost $1600 in funds from the federal government for the snow storm on Feb 4-5, 2008.  Van Cleve noted that the town would have received none of this money if Racek had not investigated the opportunity to acquire disaster relief reimbursement.  Racek spoke and asked that if the town chose, he would rather see money go to the soccer club that his grandchildren play on than directly to him.  Motion to approve a $500 donation to the Wisc Hts Youth Soccer in Frank and Karen Racek’s name in lieu of a direct bonus to Frank by Zanto, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
The board discussed possible new insurers for various town Insurance policies.  No action was taken and all current policies will be renewed. Wolf wanted to go on record as opposing the renewal of the Rural Insurance.  
Motion to approve amending the budget to include purchase of a new plow truck in 2008 by Behringer, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.  
Motion to NOT approve a proposal from Scott Stokes calling for the DNR to make Urban Service Area amendments by Behringer, second by Zanto. Motion failed. 2 in favor (Berhringer and Zanto), 2 opposed (Wolf and Adler). 
Motion to adopt Ordinance amendment #54, amending chapter 10 of the Dane county code of Ordinances providing for town board consideration of Conditional Use permits by Zanto, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to adopt Wisconsin Department of Transportation equipment rates by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve disbursements by Zanto, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
Board input: Behringer said he thinks the Dane County Towns association is way too political.  Discussion of Dane County Towns Association next meeting of the association is Wed May 14)
River roads scenic byways committee meets on May 22.
