Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting Minutes     
June 10, 2008
Present from the board:
Chairman Ron Adler, Treasurer Jan Hake, Supervisors Fred Wolf, Melody Moore and Dan Behringer.  Absent were Supervisor Dawn Zanto and Clerk Maria Van Cleve
The meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm by Chairman Ron Adler.  The agenda was posted June 6 and published on June 5, 2008.
Motion to approve the May 13, 2008 meeting minutes as written with the exception of the sentence “No motion to approve the proposal was made, so essentially the motion to NOT approve passed.” by Behringer, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.  
Motion to approve the May, 2008 financial report by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Public Input-Resident Frank Holzman brought up some safety/visibility concerns due to corn planted in the road right of way at the intersection of Hwy 19 and Beuthin Road.  Adler and Wolf said they would investigate the situation.
Motion to approve site plan for Jack Lilien for a 24 X36’ shed at 6534 Shower Road by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.  
Motion to approve the site plan for John Schneider for an attached garage to be added to the principal residence at 10451 Old Y by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve the site plan for a new home and outbuilding for Rich Schoenberg on parcel #034-0806-124-9200-0, Lot 1, (off Beuthin Road and Hwy 19) by Behringer, second by Moore.  Schoenberg made some changes to the site plan since it was approved by the Land Plan Commission, essentially reversing the placement of the house and the storage/outbuilding.  The Board approved this change. Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve rezoning two properties located on the new driveway off Beuthin Road from A1 to A2 and RH3 for current owner John Beuthin, by Behringer, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
The Board discussed the future of East Hudson Road and the sewer line for the Faga development. Several concerns were voiced by residents including:
1. The town was NOT part of the planning process for this development even though it will have a big effect on town residents especially those that live along Hudson Road.

2. The development will be developed from East to West over a period of 20 years.  Even when it is completely developed it will still not be contiguous to the Village due to the creek and railroad tracks which essentially prohibit this.  In light of this it seems like the development is an “island” and not really connected to the Village proper.

3. The preference of those present seemed to be a lower density (2 acre lots?) sewered development with the sewer lines running through Village land and not through Town land.
4. The town would welcome the opportunity to a cooperative approach to planning with the Village of Mazomanie.

5. Future traffic on Hudson Road was also a concern due to increased traffic and a potential lack of enforcement of speed and other laws (truck traffic is not allowed on this road, yet trucks continue to use the road).  Tim Kobernik suggested that a “no trucks” sign be posted at the intersection of Hwy 78 and Hudson Road.  The board will look into past traffic studies and see if radar might be used to inhibit violators.  Is there potential for state funding for this?

The 5 concerns of the residents in regards to the Hudson Road Sewer line were individual concerns 

and do not reflect the sentiment of the Town Board.

The Capitol Area Regional Planning Commission will meet on June 12 to discuss amending the Village’s Urban Service Area to include the Faga development.  Moore moved to authorized Dan Behringer to speak as a representative for the Town of Mazomanie at this meeting and to consult with Jerry Duerr from the Dane County Towns Association at this meeting.  The motion was seconded by Wolf and approved 4-0.
Motion to on purchase an International plow truck with accessories from Monroe Equipment was made by Wolf and seconded by Behringer.  It was approved 4-0. 

No action was taken on a possible donation to the Sauk Prairie Recreation Department.  It was noted that this is a community recreation program that has no affiliation with the school district.  Board members suggested that the Recreation Department return to the board in 2009 with specific information regarding the number of Town of Mazomanie residents that participated in its programs.  With this information the Board would be more willing to determine what a reasonable donation to the Department might be. A donation to the Sauk Prairie Recreation Department will be considered during the 2009 budget process.
Motion to approve Operator’s Licenses for Jenalee Bruenig, Toby Kanter, Brian Larson, Pamela Watson and Benjamin Reeve by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve a Liquor License for Rookies Food and Spirits LLC for the period July 1-2008 through June 30, 2009 by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve a donation to Mazomanie 4th of July Fireworks Forever LTD for $6 Motion to approve the June 10, 2008 meeting minutes as written by Moore second by Behringer 00, the same amount as 2007, by Moore, second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to move “Discussion/possible action on purchase of new copy machine” to the July Board meeting by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve the disbursements as listed, by Wolf, second by Moore.  Approved 4-0.
Board Input-
Adler noted that the Town accepted increased deposit insurance (up to 1 million dollars) from the People’s State Bank.  The FDIC insurance limit is only $100,000 and the town regularly keeps much more than this in its account.
Moore noted that she has heard further complaints regarding stored vehicles on the Bertrand property on County Hwy Y.
