Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 
Minutes
July 8, 2008
Present from the board:

Chairman Ron Adler, Supervisors Fred Wolf, Melody Moore and Dan Behringer, Dawn Zanto, Clerk, Maria Van Cleve.  Absent: Jan Hake, treasurer
The meeting was called to order at 7:04 pm by Chairman Ron Adler.  The agenda was posted July 6, 2008.

Wolf moved to amend the June 10 minutes to include the following sentence: “The 5 concerns of the residents in regards to the Hudson Road Sewer line were individual concerns 

and do not reflect the sentiment of the Town Board”. Second by Behringer. Approved 5-0. Motion to approve the June 10, 2008 meeting minutes as amended, by Moore, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0. 
Motion to approve the June, 2008 financial report by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.

Public Input- Jerry Booth noted that Kevin Isenring has not been paying any money for using the boat landing.  Booth also noted that there aren’t any “no parking” signs on County Hwy Y and asked that the town repost them.
Motion to approve site plan for house with large attached garage for Guy and Angela Miley at 9559 County Hwy Y by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 5-0.  The clerk will send the site plan approval form to their builder, Ken Meigs.
Motion to approve the purchase of new copy machine with the requirements specified by the clerk for under $400, by Moore, second by Zanto. Approved 5-0. 
The Capitol Area Regional Planning Commission held a public hearing on June 12 to consider the Urban Service Area Extension (USA) to the Faga (formerly Wendt) property between Hudson Road and Hwy 14, east of the Village of Mazomanie. CARPC had many concerns about the Black Earth Creek watershed and potential increased runoff due to increased development. CARPC took no action on the amendment at this meeting, choosing instead to delay their decision until the July meeting. As representative of the Town, Dan Behringer testified at the meeting. He relayed concerns brought to the board by various residents at the June 10 board meeting. These included: lack of communication between the Village and the Town, increased traffic on Hudson Road, construction of the proposed sewer line on a Town (not Village) road and the fact that the new development would not be visibly contiguous with the village. Martha Gibson, a CARPC representative appointed by the Dane County Executive called Behringer today and asked him if the Town Board was for or against the USA. Behringer reiterated the concerns of various town residents. Gibson spoke about various problems that she had with the development particularly the fact that it has the appearance of being “non contiguous” to the Village of Mazomanie. The Village lawyer sent CARPC a letter threatening legal action if it doesn’t approve the USA amendment.  Adler got a call from Harold Kranz, a Dane County Towns representative to CARPC. Adler said the town doesn’t like the sewer going down a town road. The Board discussed whether on not it should take a position on the approval of the USA amendment. A motion by Moore and seconded by Zanto to authorize Behringer to call Jerry Derr, reiterate resident concerns and go on record against the USA amendment failed 3-2 (Zanto and Moore voted to approve).  A motion by Behringer, seconded by Adler to contact Derr with resident concerns but urge CARPC to approve the USA amendment also failed 3-2. (Wolf and Behringer voted to approve).  A final motion by Moore, with a second from Zanto, to contact Derr, relay resident concerns but not take a stand on the USA passed 3-2. (Wolf and Behringer voted against it.) 
Motion to approve the disbursements by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input:  
Moore (who sits on the Dane County Zoning Ordinance Revision Committee) noted that an ordinance amendment that gives towns the right to approve or deny Conditional Use Permits (CUPs) was passed by the Dane County Board.  Moore also noted however, that the question of mineral extraction (and CUPs relating to that) might be revisited by the County Board due to continued concerns from gravel companies.
Moore was congratulated on her re-election as Vice Chair of the (Lower Wisconsin) Riverway Board. 

The next town board meeting will be August 12, 2008. The Sept meeting will be Sept 16 because the regularly scheduled date (the 9th) is election day.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 pm.
