MINUTES
August 12, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Ron Adler. The Agenda was posted August 8.  Present were Chairman Ron Adler Supervisors Fred Wolf, Melody Moore and Dan Behringer, Dawn Zanto, Jan Hake, treasurer. Absent Clerk, Maria Van Cleve, 
Motion to approve July 8, 2008 meeting minutes by Wolf, second by Behringer.  Approved 4-0
Motion to approve July, 2008 financial reports by Behringer, second by Moore. Approved 4-0.
Public Input: None
Sheriffs report:  Deputy Nathan Alwin noted that they have been trying to do some speeding enforcement on Hudson and “Y” but they’re limited staff-wise.  There was some discussion of contracting for more service for certain needs of the Town.
Shelia and Jonathan Schultz presented a site plan for an outbuilding 9915 Wilkinson Road.  They were not on the agenda at the Land Plan Commission but they did discuss their project with the Commission on an “information only” basis.  All conditions for construction were met and Wolf moved to approve the site plan.  Behringer seconded and the motion was approved 4-0.
Motion to approve operator’s license for Keri Svoboda and Rosaline Halbach by Moore, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.
Motion to approve amending chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances requiring the review of zoning petitions and conditional use permit applications for consistency with the county and applicable town comprehensive plans by Wolf, second by Behringer.  It was noted that the Land Plan Commission voted 3-1 in favor of approval.  The board approved the motion 4-0.
Motion to approve amending chapter 47 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances authorizing the Environment, Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee to review animal abatement orders, by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.
Behringer moved to table discussion of a donation to the Wisconsin Heights Gridiron Committee (to offset costs of meals for football players at away games) until the September meeting.  Fred seconded the motion.  It was approved 5-0.
Motion to approve the disbursements with the addition (possibly) of a check to Alliant Energy and Green Valley Disposal. (The invoices had not yet been received at the time of check writing but were expected to arrive soon) by Moore, second by Zanto.  Approved 5-0.
Board Input:  Wolf noted that a special assessment for curb and gutter will be added to the Fire Department budget this year.  Wolf also reported that his mother, Eva, is interested in donating some land for a park.  Fred also has a new phone number. Wolf updated the board on plans for a bike path in Mazo and the surrounding area.  Adler attended the Hwy 14 cooridor meeting and brought info regarding wetlands management and transportation planning to the board.  Adler also noted that the District 1 EMS open house is 8/24 from 1-4.
