Town of Mazomanie Board Meeting 

Minutes
September 16, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Ron Adler. The Agenda was posted September 5 and published Sept 11.  Present were Chairman Ron Adler Supervisors Fred Wolf, Dan Behringer (late), Dawn Zanto, Jan Hake (treasurer), Maria Van Cleve (Clerk).
Others present:  Sue Beil, Don Wallace, John Marx sp??, Mark Hazelbaker
Motion to approve August 12, 2008 meeting minutes by Zanto, second by Wolf.  Approved 3-0

Motion to approve August, 2008 financial report by Wolf, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Public Input: Don Wallace spoke about the Faga development and how he felt that if there is going to be an unsewered development it might as well be in the Town of Mazomanie. Wallace thinks the board should take a stand on this issue. He is not happy about the possibility that Faga will put in an unsewered grocery store.  Bob Paling noted that Faga will be trying to get the DNR to approve the USA amendment.
Premier Cooperative (10216 Hwy 14) presented a site plan for construction of a 90’ X100’ warehouse for seed and other storage.  They are not going to pursue a previously approved office remodel at this time. The land plan commission approved this measure. Motion to approve the plan by Wolf, second by Zanto.  Approved 4-0.  The representative from Premier noted that the drawing that was presented to the board was not final and wondered if the plans changed a little (like a couple of feet) would they have to come back?  Board members felt that if the change was over 10 feet they should return to the board, otherwise they could just send a copy of the final plans.
Gerald Young of 10359 County Hwy Y had asked to be on the agenda to discuss the possibility of constructing a retail store on his property which is zoned c-1. Young did not attend the meeting because he said he needed further time to think about his proposal. He will get on the agenda again when he is ready.
The board discussed the problem of junk/garbage storage on various properties on County Hwy Y.  Several properties have been cited by Dane County Zoning.  The clerk will keep the board apprised of developments.

Wolf reported that the Bruce Company will collect building materials for recycling.  No calls were made to the company to find out the specifics of their program so the clerk was instructed to check into this and put it on next month’s agenda. 
Dan Behringer spoke on behalf of the  Wisconsin Heights Gridiron Committee. Last month he reported that a donation from the town would go to feed players during travel to away games.  This month he reported that additional monies are needed to buy some new uniforms (pants specifically). Resident Sue Beil was a member of the Gridiron Club.  She objects to the town feeding the kids, but not does feel the same way about donations for equipment.  Sue would also like to know where the gridiron club is in the rotation for new uniforms.   Resident Bob Pahling said that if clubs want to they can earn money at Wild west days.   Motion by Zanto to not donate money to the Gridiron committee because school sports are already funded through property taxes. Second by Wolf.  Approved 4-0.  
Discussion/possible action on e-mail from Dane Cty Towns Association regarding their role in the Faga subdivision and possible future boundary agreements between the Village and the town.  Mark Hazelbaker attended the board meeting representing the Dane County Towns Association.  He noted that it is the mission of the Towns Association to support the towns and while it has been accused of being pro-development that is not part of the associations philosophy.  He said the old RPC helped facilitate sprawl.  The new CARPC has granted all but one USA. TheTowns association says that they want to see some kind of agreement between the town and the village and they predict that the DNR will not change their opinion on the development particularly if the town and the village don’t sit down at the table and devise a workable plan for the future.  Hazelbaker offered to help the Town of Mazomanie set up a meeting with the Village.
There was discussion about Dane County Towns Association.  The rates are high especially for smaller municipalities like Mazomanie. There are many issues that the County Association has had to deal with including the shoreline zoning issue, new radios.  The Association has not been publishing the newsletter because there have been so busy.

There was some discussion about how to have a meeting between municipalities. Hazelbaker stressed cooperation. How could the development be made better? The Town needs to reach out to the Village and talk about how we need to try to come up with some plans.  Zanto says we need to study the comprehensive plan.  Hazelbaker will come to the meeting next month if the board thinks it would be helpful.  Adler requested that board members make an effort to talk to village board members and/or village land plan members and see if they would be willing to hold a series of meetings on the future direction for the community as a whole.  
Motion by Wolf to approve the disbursements for September, including paychecks to board members, second by Behringer. Approved 4-0.

Board Input:Fred:  Fire budget was delivered to everyone. By 2013: the fire department has to buy all new radios.  The cost is between 64K and 120K. A new fire truck will need to purchased by 2011 and it might possibly cost 300K

Ron said there is a meeting on Sept 29, with the Sauk Prairie school board.  It’s a dinner meeting.  Anyone want to go?
Walking/Biking path is being worked on from Sauk City through Mazo and then on to Wisconsin Heights and then into Middleton.  Some snowmobile clubs say they will help build a bridge by McFarlands.
Ron brought information about the possibility of hiring a sheriff and the potential costs.
